PART 1.- GENERAL

SUMMARY.‑-

3

Scope.‑-This work shall consist of fabricating, furnishing and installing information display cases in accordance with the details shown on the plans and these special provisions.

4

Information display cases shall be completely factory assembled, illuminated units with tackboard and glazed aluminum door and frame and mounted in redwood framing.

SUBMITTALS.‑-

Product data.‑-Manufacturer's descriptive data for the component parts of the display cases shall be submitted for approval.

QUALITY ASSURANCE.‑-

Codes and standards.‑-Fabrication, workmanship and installation shall be in accordance with the standards and specifications established in the latest edition of the "Manual of Millwork," of the Woodwork Institute of California (WIC) and shall conform with the "Custom Grade" requirements of said WIC "Manual of Millwork."

MATERIALS.‑-

Aluminum door and frame.‑-

12


Aluminum door and frame shall be heavy, Type 6063-T5 extruded aluminum.  Unit shall be complete with lock, full length piano hinge, glazing and weatherstripping.

13

Tackboard.‑-

14


Tackboard shall be bulletin board grade, self- sealing, 6 mm thick corkboard glued to the plywood core.  Glue shall be for exterior use and shall be compatible with the materials being adhered.

15

Plywood core.‑-

16


Plywood core shall be exterior grade plywood as recommended by the display case manufacturer.

17

Lighting.‑-

18


Lighting shall be as shown on the plans.

19

Framing.‑-

20


Framing shall be clear all heart redwood with rough sawn exposed surfaces and mitered corners. 

21


Rough sawn surfaces shall be produced by resawing, or by grinding rough or dressed lumber across the grain.  Such surfaces shall not be the rough surface on lumber as initially produced at the mill.

Fasteners.‑-

Fasteners in contact with redwood shall be aluminum, stainless steel or galvanized steel.

FABRICATION.‑-

Shop assembly.‑-Nails shall be countersunk and the holes filled.  Joints shall be neatly mitered and fitted tight and true.

26

Shop finishing.‑-Wood surfaces shall be coated with stain unless indicated otherwise on the plans.  Coating, if required, shall be completed prior to the installation of the aluminum door and frame.

27.  Use with General Conditions.  Delete Para. 28.

The final finish shall be in accordance with the requirements specified under "Painting" in Division 9, "Finishes," of these special provisions.

28.  Use with Standard Specifications.  Delete Para. 27.

The final finish shall be in accordance with the requirements specified under "Painting" in Section 12‑9, "Finishes," of these special provisions.

PART 3.- EXECUTION

Installation.‑-Information display cases shall be installed in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations.

Door and lock shall be adjusted, as necessary, after installation for smooth and easy operation.
