FABRICATION.‑-Partition frames shall be of welded construction and shall be fabricated full height with horizontal and vertical framing members at the top and bottom edges, at the ends, around openings and at the intermediate locations specified herein.

Partition panels with door openings shall have an intermediate horizontal framing member located at the mid-height of the door opening.  Panels shall have intermediate vertical framing members spaced at not more than 0.9 m.

Partition assemblies shall be fabricated of sufficient size to minimize the number of field connections.

Panel frames shall be galvanized after fabrication.

All corner and tee connections of the frames shall be fully welded.
