	Organization Update:
The previous Acting State Pavement Engineer, Steve Price, has retired. Joe Caputo from District 3 Design is the new Acting State Pavement Engineer until the permanent State Pavement Engineer is selected.

Nick Burmas’s Acting Concrete Office Chief assignment has ended and is back with Division of Research and Innovation.  Bill Farnbach is the interim Office Chief for the Concrete Pavement and Pavement Foundation office.  

Previous Action items:
UCPRC FDR phase 1 project report using the heavy vehicle simulator is available online at UCPRC’s website.  Work plan for phase 2, which will include wet performance testing, is being developed.

Industry requested to change the compaction requirements from 97% to 95% in section 24-3 cement soil stabilization soils and section 30-4 FDR-C specifications.
· Reasons for industry’s request are that locals do not want to use a specification for a high compaction requirement; issues have been raised on non-Caltrans projects; there is a concern that 97% compaction could damage the cement base; and requirements should be align with national standards.
· Deepak stated that compaction requirements are align with national standards. The reason for the 97% requirement is because the specs specify CTM 216 and not ASTM. In CTM 216, material sample is taken after compaction and nuclear gage testing where the material sample is brought to the lab, processed, compacted, and tested. The fabricated test specimen from the earlier compacted cement-materials will relatively compact less than the material without cement and will result to a relatively less dense specimen. Due to the lost in lab specimen density, 97% relative compaction is required. In ASTM, lab specimen is fabricated from non-compacted material and the relative field compaction is tested. In summary, CTM field test result is compared with less dense lab test result while ASTM field test result is compared with dense lab test result. 
· Amy requested industry to prepare an emerging initiative scoping document and expedite the project.
· It was discuss that moving to ASTM would solve the issue. However, it would impact other specification sections requiring compaction testing.
· Changing the density requirement can be done much quicker and with less effort than changing Caltrans testing procedures. 
· To resolve the issue, it was decided that CT will modify the spec by taking a material sample before compaction and bring it to the lab for developing compaction curve.  Current procedure requires material sampling to be taken after compaction.  It was agreed by industry and Caltrans that section 24-3 and 30-4 will be modified so that material sample is obtained from mixed and uncompacted soil to develop compaction and moisture density curves.  With this modified procedure, minimum compaction will be changed from 97% to 95%.  Chuck said we can avoid developing a new scoping document by incorporating these changes in the current QA requirements project. In the meantime, an nSSP can be created for locals to use.

Project Status:
2015 Specs –The spec moratorium is expected to be lifted in summer 2015.  Therefore, no new standard specifications can be published until the second half of 2015.  

Subbase and Base QA Requirements – Second drafts of section 25 and 26 was sent out to industry review before the holidays.  Comments are overdue and would like comments ASAP.  CT will send first drafts section 27 and 28 specs by the end of this month.

New Scoping Documents for Next Fiscal Year:
Industry does not propose any new scoping documents.

Construction proposes intelligent compaction for soils, aggregate bases, and subbases. FHWA is working on improving the software. Working on a way to produce QC report quicker.  

Per request from District 4, Pavement proposes soil stabilization using lime and cement. It was mentioned that there is already a scoping document in the bin list, and Marco will try to find it.

Industry doesn’t remember previously proposing any projects on pavement subsurface drainage. 

RPC will provide the scoping document schedule.  Most likely, scoping documents need to be developed by March.  Projects will be prioritized by RPC and Task Group.
