INTRODUCTION

I colaboration ith the Mendocino County Department o Public Health and Walk & Bike Mendocino,
the Ciy o Ukish was dentified 2  focus commnity fo a Community Pedestrian Safty Traning
based on esident inteest in pedestian safety and walkabilty, 2 well 2 recent and planed actve
<ransportation improvements in and around the downtown core.

Following additonal conversatons with the Ukiah Department of Public Woris, the community invited
the Universiy of Cafornia at Berkeley's Safe Transportation Research Center (SafeTREC) and Calfornia
Walks (Ca Walks) to Ukia tofaciftate  pedestrian safty action-planning workshop with an
immediste focus on strengthening the Cty= grant appication o the Caforna Actve Transportation
Program ATP) through a community-drven process. Cal Walks facltated the workshop on May 5,
2015, which consisted of: 1) an overview of multdiciliary approaches to improve pedestian safery;
2] two walkabity 2ssessmens through downtown UKiah duing the afternoon rush hour, and 3) small
Eroup action planning discussions o faciltate the development of recommendations for the Cty's
ongoing acive transporcaton efforts, a5 wel s toinform the Cty's ATP application. This report
summarizes the workshop proceedings, s well s ideas identiid during the process and
recommendationsfor padestian safety projects.

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Selected Pedestrian Safety Conditions in the City of Ukiah

High Speeds & Diminished Walkability along State Street
State Street s a 4-lane, 25 MPH arterial road that runs north/south through the &-block downtown
are, and itis 2 &-lane, 30 MPH arterial road both north and south of downtown. State Streetis the
former US-101, and as the only local road that runs through the northern and southern city limits, it is
expected to accommodate both through-traffic and traffic to and from downtown. Many of the
crossings n the downtown area are uncontrolled and otherwise unimproved with safety
enhancements.

Recognizing the need to transform State Street to meet the community's evolving needs, the City
Public Works Department worked with communtty residents to develop the “Ukiah Downtown
Strestscape Improvement Plan Final Report” in 2009. The Plan outlines proposed improvements to.
both State Street and Main Street from Gobbi Street at the south and Norton Street at the north,
including a road diet for State Street. The road diet will convert State Street from 4 lanes to 3 lanes,
and the 3-lane conversion will provide one (1) through-lane in each direction and a center two-way
left-turn lane. State Street sidewalks will generally be widened, and Main Street sidewalk gaps will be
filled. Both corridors wil receive additionl street trees, enhanced pedestrian crossings and
intersection treatments, new street furniture, and some changes to parking and traffc flow at cross.
streets.
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High Traffic Volumes & Speeds along East Perkins Street
East Perkins Street is a four-lane, 30 MPH street between State Street and US-101, with sections
dropping to 3 lanes with 2 dedicated left-turn lane. Perkins is one of three streets that connect the City
of Ukiah to US-101 to the east. Sidewalks are present and continuous on both sides of east Perkins
Street, with the exception of the perimeter around the railroad tracks. East Perkins provides a route to
Ukiah Valley Medical Center as well as big box shopping on the north side at North Orchard Avenue
and a strip mall on South Orchard Avenue. Due to being one of the few routes to access US-101, as well
s the main route for entrance and egress to the Medical Center campus, traffic becomes congested
during rush hours.

Outside of the morning and afternoon rush, residents have noted that drivers routinely exceed the
posted speed limit. The intersection at Hospital Drive currently has legal pedestrian crossings at three
legs. Future plans are to extend Hospital Drive to the south, and extend East Clay Street to the east—
the two roads willintersect at the future site of the new courthouse. When those extensions are made,
the City plans to improve the pedestrian crossings at East Perkins Street and Hospital Drive, including.
opening up the fourth leg of the intersection for crossing.

As part of the recent railtrail construction, the City Public Works Department willsoon install a high-
visibility marked crosswalk, pedestrian safety island, and advanced yield signs and markings at the East
Perkins Street/trail crossing, and a similar crossing is currently under construction on East Gobb Street.

Walkabiity sssessments were conductad slang Esst Perkins
Street buveen North Schoo! Street and Warren Drive and
slong 3 crcuit that incuded South Oak Sreet, West Gobbi
Street, and South Sate Street.Particpants were ssked o 1)
observe nfrastructure conditions and the behaviorof I
road uses and 2)note strateges and solutions that could
help overcome nfrastructure defcencies and unsafe
drive, padestrian, and bicycist behavior. Following the
walkabiiny scsesamen, paticipants hared the following
refectons:

* East Perkin Street: Participants noted that they.
typically avod walking on Perkins i possble
because tis n uncomfortable experince, nfarge
part due to the volume and speed of vehicular
crffic. Visualy,the street is long and staight, and

“there was discussion on how o "break up" that experience for drivers o encourage lower
“peeds. There is sz s fack o shads and stree frnitue slong th srest, and very et buffer
betueen walkers and traffic. Te aready narrow sidewalks contained 2 number of obstructions,
ncluding ity poles which are currently being undergrounded, and the od rairoad crossing
barrer The sidewalk 252 is n poor conditon n 3 number ofspots due o age, maintenance,
and previous cuts and patches.

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* Numerous Driveways Present Accesibilty Challenges: The numerous driveways along several
Sreets—incuding 5. tate, Gobbi, and Perkins —presented 2 number of challnges forpeople
walking. First, th ingrezs/gress of vehicles increased potential conficts etween drvers 3nd
pedestians, especilly sinceseveraldriveways had poor sight s du to parked vehices close
<o the driveways. Secondy,the driveways generally were not ADA-compliat, with cross iopes.
0 steep for wheslchairueers nd other persons with dizabilties.

* Buikting Upon LocalSuccesses: Parciipants noted several existing feature that are successful
in acitating a safer and mer pieasant waling experience. Schol Sreet for exampie,
providd wide sidewalks and ample trees and shade and was much quiter than State Sreet
Justone biock 0 the esst. The new rairai was iz noted 3 being very enjoyable dus o tz
Tull separation from rafic and nose.

* Maintenance Enforcement: Paricipants brought up the nsed to enforce maintenance concerns
with proprty owners,incuding cuting back pants tht obstruct o narrow sidewalks.
