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Project Summary:

This transportation planning study consisted of an assessment and mapping of the community
which documented all pedestrian routes, with an emphasis on students’ school routes, and existing
safety improvements including sidewalks, handicap access ramps, cross walks, and traffic
controls. The mapping survey also identified where appropriate safety measures are lacking or are
in need of replacement or reconstruction.
