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Roles and Responsibilities Guidelines 


Mission
The California Interregional Blueprint (CIB) Interim Report Working Group (Working Group) will guide the development of the California Interregional Blueprint Interim Report (Report).  The Working group will help to develop a methodology for two critical elements of the Report; (1) assessing how adopted and, where made available, draft sustainable communities strategies (SCS) and alternative planning strategies (APS) from regional transportation plans will influence the configuration of the statewide transportation system and (2) advise on developing a methodology for calculating statewide transportation GHG emissions for the 2015 CTP.  These guidelines define the roles and responsibilities of Working Group members, as well as the roles of Caltrans staff and consultant(s), in the development of the Report.

Authority & Background 
Senate Bill (SB) 391 (Liu) requires Caltrans, by December 31, 2012, to submit to the California Transportation Commission and specified legislative committee chairs an Interim Report providing specified information regarding SCSs and APSs, including an assessment of how their implementation will influence the configuration of the statewide integrated multimodal transportation system. 

It is important to note that the greenhouse gas reduction years differ for the State and MPOs.  SB 391 requires Caltrans to “address how the state will achieve maximum feasible emissions reductions in order to attain a statewide reduction of greenhouse gas emissions to 1990 levels by 2020” and “80 percent below 1990 level by 2050”.  SB 375 (Steinberg) on the other hand requires MPOs to prepare a sustainable communities strategy to achieve, if there is a feasible way to do so, the GHG emission reduction targets approved by CARB.  Currently, emission targets are available for 2020 and 2035.  As required by SB 375, CARB will update the regional GHG reduction targets every eight years until 2050.

Desired Outcomes 
· A comprehensive response to the interim report requirements of SB 391 that is supported by and builds on the regional planning efforts of the State’s Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs).  
· An interim report that integrates available SCSs from regional transportation plans with statewide plans for the interregional system to represent a future statewide integrated multimodal system.
· A consistent statewide approach for determining interregional travel forecasts.
· Add value to the MPO’s planning programs.
· Identify strategies for the 2015 California Transportation Plan (CTP) to address how the state will achieve maximum feasible emissions reductions in order to attain a statewide reduction of greenhouse gas emissions to 1990 levels by 2020 and 80% below 1990 levels by 2050.

Roles and Responsibilities 
Advise the Department on the development of a fully approved report that assesses how the implementation of SCSs and APSs will influence the configuration of the statewide integrated multimodal transportation system:

Role of the Working Group
1. Advise on the development of the CIB Interim Report, including a methodology for assessing how SCSs and APSs will influence the configuration of the statewide transportation system
2. Advise on developing a methodology for calculating statewide transportation GHG emissions for the 2015 CTP
3. Advise on interregional travel data in order to help normalize interregional trip counts
4. Advise on how the CIB Interim Report will address rural areas of the State
5. Provide recommendations to improve implementation of SB 375 and SB 391, including ways to improve shared compliance and coordination between agencies 
6. Review and comment on deliverables including drafts of outline, report, and outreach and marketing materials 
7. Provide input to outreach strategies and encourage attendance at two stakeholder information workshops and a stakeholder summit 

Responsibilities of the Working Group
1. Attend meetings, provide input, and advise their agency as well as their broader constituents and stakeholders
2. Advise and comment on the report update efforts and the assessment of SCSs and APSs
3. Report on development of Interim Report and SCS assessment to their agency and their stakeholders, and secure support by their respective agency
4. Attend stakeholder workshops and advise on addressing comments

Role of Caltrans 
1. Provide leadership and coordination for the overall effort 
2. Ensure adequate time to review meeting materials and draft products
3. Ensure appropriate dialogue for member inputs and listen  
4. Encourage collaboration and consensus 
5. Post relevant documents on the web portal

Role of Consultant(s)
1. Manage meeting logistics 
2. Facilitate meetings, collect and record discussions, and synthesize meeting inputs
3. Provide list and overview of available SCSs and APSs from regional transportation plans 
4. Conduct the analysis of available SCSs and APSs based on guidance from the working group
5. Prepare the Report, conduct outreach events, and develop marketing and outreach materials as needed 

Meeting Frequency and Schedule
Members will meet two-to-four month intervals (5 to 6 meetings anticipated through June 2012).  Meetings are likely to be scheduled in Sacramento on the second Tuesday of every other month to coincide with MPO/State Agency Planning Working Group on SB 375 meetings.  Additional member time will be needed to review meeting materials and draft products. Here are proposed meeting topics of the CIB Interim Report Working Group with proposed dates below:
