· Environmental Justice: Context-Sensitive Planning

· Community-Based Transportation Planning

· Partnership Planning

· 5313(b) Transit Planning


--Statewide Transit Planning Studies


--Transit Technical Assistance

--Transit Professional Development


A total of $6 million in grant funds is estimated to be available for FY 2006/2007 (see chart on page three).  This amount is pending approval of the FY 2006-2007 State budget and Federal transportation reauthorization.

CALTRANS TRANSPORTATION PLANNING GRANT GOALS

Each Transportation Planning Grant program has program-specific purposes and is intended to address local needs and issues.  Transportation Planning Grants should also incorporate the broader goals of the transportation system, which are intended to foster desirable attributes that are common to the entire transportation system.

Grant applicants must demonstrate how their proposed planning project reflects one or more of the following statewide planning goals:

1. Develop more efficient land use patterns accommodating a sufficient housing supply to match population increases and workforce needs for the full spectrum of the population.

2. Reduce dependency on single-occupant vehicle trips.

3. Foster neighborhood and project designs that enable more walking and biking for healthier communities.

4. Minimize impacts on valuable habitat and productive farmland.

5. Increase resource use efficiency, including energy, water, and building materials conservation.

6. Reduce traffic congestion and improve air quality.

Grant Program Description (continued)

Planning projects should be scoped for a one or two-year timeframe.  Projects that can be replicated elsewhere in the State are especially welcomed.  Each grant program has different purposes and matching fund requirements. Applicants may submit more than one application, but the same project will not be funded by more than one Caltrans Transportation Planning Grant program in any given grant cycle.  Staff with the different Caltrans grant programs will check and compare applications to ensure there are no duplicate applications.  For the benefit of the applicant, an application may be referred to a different grant program for consideration if the proposal is better suited for that program.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Applications must be signed and postmarked or received at your local Caltrans District Planning 

Office (see appropriate Caltrans District Planning contact contained within the description of each individual grant program) with all accompanying documents no later than 5:00 pm, Friday, October 14, 2005.  Caltrans district staff is available to answer general questions to help interested groups complete their applications.  Questions may also be directed to appropriate Caltrans Headquarters staff for the respective programs.

Applicants are strongly encouraged to read the application requirements carefully and provide a clear focus and plan in the proposal.

Timeline: 

· Late July 2005 – Transportation Planning Grant Application available by mail, e-mail, and website. http://www.dot.ca.gov/hq/tpp/grants.htm.
· Late July – August 2005 – Anticipated Grant Workshops (see website above for workshop locations and dates).

· October 14, 2005 – Final applications due to appropriate Caltrans District Planning Office.

· June 2006 – Estimated time of grant award announcements (pending State budget approval).
FINANCIAL REQUIREMENTS

Administrative costs for these projects must not exceed 15 percent.  Administrative costs are generally defined as office supplies, utilities, telephone bills, reproduction costs, and rent.  Grant funding is provided in arrears with reimbursement occurring no more frequently than monthly or at least quarterly.  The grantee must pay its sub-recipients and named subcontractors prior to requesting reimbursement from Caltrans.  Local match must be expended on a proportional basis coinciding with the expenditure of the grant funds.  Non-Federal sources for local match can include local sales tax, special bond measures, private sector donations, private foundations, etc.  Examples of in-kind contributions include donated printing, facilities, interpreters, equipment, advertising, staff time, etc.  All in-kind contributions must be itemized.

Prospective applicants are presumed to have a reliable accounting system that can properly allocate and record project expenses.  It is the grant recipient’s responsibility to monitor work and expenses to ensure the project is completed within the project timeline and budget.  Grant recipients are encouraged to maintain communication with Caltrans District staff to ensure issues and needs are addressed early and not toward the end of the contract period when administrative remedies may be limited.

INELIGIBLE PROJECTS AND EXPENSES

Environmental studies, plans, or documents normally required for project development under the National Environmental Policy Act (Environmental Impact Statement) and/or the California Environmental Quality Act (Environmental Impact Report), final design or engineering work, multi-phase projects, and project study reports are not eligible for these grants.  Actual construction and procurement of equipment or materials, such as building a facility or purchasing vehicles and computers, are not eligible for these grants, even if such purchases might be funded with other funds or provided as match.  Construction projects, construction materials, maintenance, decoration, or acquisition of any vehicles, such as or shuttle programs, are also ineligible.  The purchase of computers, software, and office furniture or any other capital expenditures are ineligible expenses.  The grants cannot be used for personal expenses, such as meals, use of personal vehicles, or organizational membership fees, or other items unrelated to the project.

OWNERSHIP

Any technologies or inventions that may result from the use of these grants are in the public domain and may not be copyrighted, sold, or used exclusively by any business, organization, or agency.  The awarding agency reserves a royalty-free non-exclusive and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use and to authorize others to use for government purposes.

OVERALL WORK PROGRAM AND LOCAL RESOLUTION REQUIREMENT

Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) must include awarded projects as a Work Element in their Overall Work Program (OWP).  Cities, counties, and other entities must include their awarded projects as an informational item in their respective MPO/RTPA’s Overall Work Program.

PRE-AWARD AUDIT

Grants in excess of $250,000 require a pre-award audit.  Pre-award audit may delay project implementation.  For more information see Caltrans Local Programs Procedures (LPP) 00-05 “Pre-Award Audit Requirements and Consultant Procurement” dated December 15, 2000.

Subcontracting

Applicants must comply with bidding requirements for third party contracts.  See 49 CFR, Part 18, Uniform Administrative Requirements for Grants and Cooperative Agreements to State and Local Governments:

There is no standard wording for subcontracting under these planning grants.  However, each grant recipient is strongly encouraged to use an agreement that clearly specifies the work, products, timeline, costs, and due date that permit good accountability and management.

For grants that are a continuation of an existing project (i.e., a specific plan from a general plan or is a distinct planning effort from a larger transportation project in which a subcontractor has been retained) the grant recipient is not required to re-bid the project.  However, before work begins on that portion of the project, the grantee must submit in writing to the District the history of this existing project and explain how this particular planning is a contributing project and seek a waiver from competitive bidding of that portion of the project.

Grant recipients must conduct the procurement of goods and services in a fair, open competitive manner.  Grantees are prohibited from restricting competition in federally supported procurement transactions.

For simple and informal procurement methods of securing services, supplies, or other property exceeding the Federal simplified acquisition threshold (currently $100,000), sealed bids for competitive proposals are required.

The following applies only to the Environmental Justice:  Context Sensitive Planning and Community-Based Transportation Planning Grant programs:
If the grant applicant specifically identifies a qualified subcontractor in the scope of work, the subcontractor may be used without further bidding.  Applicants are reminded to select subcontractors fairly and carefully and to provide adequate justification as to the value they bring to the scope of work.  If there is any change in plans that require using a subcontractor not named in the scope of work, State competitive bidding requirements must be followed.

If the subcontractor is not identified in the scope of work and the subcontract exceeds $25,000, the subcontract must be bid.  The bidding process does not need to be elaborate, but must reflect an honest and reasonable effort to seek at least three written proposals for the same scope of work.  It must be a fair, objective, and documented process.  Single subcontracts below $25,000 are not subject to bid requirements, but require approval by Caltrans.

TITLE VI NONDISCRIMINATION REQUIREMENT

Title VI of the U.S. Civil Rights Act prohibits discrimination on the basis of race, color, or national origin in programs and activities receiving Federal financial assistance.  Specifically Title VI provides the following: 

No person in the United States shall, on the ground of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, or disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving financial assistance from the Federal government.

The California Department of Transportation is responsible for complying with civil rights requirements and for monitoring compliance of any sub-recipients of funding.  This is also applicable to sub-recipients of State funding.  The Federal Highway Administration and the Federal Transit Administration each have requirements that recipients must demonstrate continued compliance with Title VI.  Compliance with Title VI includes conducting meetings in a fair and reasonable manner that are open to all members of a community.  Compliance also reflects not only law but is a good policy that builds the kind of trust and information sharing upon which successful planning is done.

Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Requirement

Applicants for Federally funded grants (Partnership Planning and 5313(b) transit planning) must comply with Title VI Civil Rights requirements regarding Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE) programs.  For more information see 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 Participation by DBE in the Department of Transportation Programs and Caltrans’ Local Assistance Procedures Manual Chapter 9 dated March 15, 2001.

ELIGIBLE EXPENSES

Grant funds must be used for planning-related tools and activities, such as surveys, community meetings and focus groups, planning consultants, bilingual services to facilitate meeting, reproduction costs, office supplies, conceptual renderings and drawings of the project, computer rental, and transit passes and light refreshments (light refreshments are an eligible expense for the Environmental Justice and Community-Based Transportation Planning Grant Programs only) to facilitate public participation.  Conceptual renderings and drawings of projects, such as might be gained from community meetings or focus groups, are also permissible under these grants.  Indirect expenses are eligible expenses; however, the agency must submit an Indirect Cost Plan to the Caltrans.  This must be on an annual basis before seeking reimbursement.

Environmental Justice: Context-Sensitive Planning 
PURPOSE

Environmental Justice Grants promote more public involvement by diverse and under-served communities in the planning for transportation projects to prevent or mitigate disproportionate, negative impacts while improving their mobility, access to services, equity, affordable housing, and economic opportunities. 

GRANT SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES
Proposed projects should have a clear focus on transportation and community development issues that address the interests of low-income, minority, Native American, and other under-represented communities.
EXAMPLES OF PROJECT TYPES 

· Identifying and developing plans for the transportation needs for the community.

· Identifying and involving under-represented groups in planning and project development.

· Improving demographic and socioeconomic analysis to identify emerging communities.

· Planning and safety improvements for pedestrians and bicycles.

· Feasibility studies for transportation improvements in under-served communities.

· Planning transportation improvements that have a clear economic revitalization and development component.

· Improving cooperation between public agencies and communities in community development.

· Developing guidelines and supporting information for the environmental justice element of General Plan.

· Bilingual services for hearings, workshops, and promotion of transportation services.

· Private Sector partnerships and foundation investment to enhance economic vitality, equity, and environmental protection while also stimulating affordable housing.

· Promoting transportation technology, traveler information, and energy efficiency in under-served communities.

· Community-based design and public art associated with transportation facilities and right of way.

· Planning for transportation projects with community health and safety benefits.

· Improving access to telecommunication and internet where a transportation benefit is clearly demonstrated.

· Transportation and land use projects in central and inner cities and older suburbs.

· Transportation projects in underdeveloped rural and agricultural areas.

· In-fill development and brown field redevelopment with a transportation benefit for under-served communities.

· Promoting community development in planning for seaport or airport expansions.

· Transportation planning that enhances the business climate, affordable housing, and economic development in under-served communities.

· Transportation planning that enhances the assessment of goods movement in communities.

· Promoting Tribal Government involvement in transportation planning.

· Improving safety and access to jobs, health care, and education on Tribal lands.

Environmental Justice: Context-Sensitive Planning (continued)
ADHERENCE TO PROJECT PLANS AND GOALS

While the circumstances for grant applicants can change, grant applicants are strongly reminded to plan carefully and prepare applications that will allow them to adhere to their original plans and partners to the greatest extent possible.  An applicant’s ability to adhere to original plans and partnerships enhances the level of cooperation between agencies and community organizations and helps avoid conflicts that potentially delay a project.

ELIGIBILITY
Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs), Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs), cities, counties, Native American Tribal Governments, and Transit Districts may apply for a grant independently as an applicant. Universities and community colleges, private non-profit organizations, community-based organizations, local transportation commissions, port authorities, and airport commissions are considered sub-recipients and must have an MPO, RTPA, city or county as the main or lead applicant.  Every application should have letters of support from all its partners, including city and county resolutions, as well as identifying the specific work and funding each partner will contribute. City and county resolutions will not be needed until a grant is actually awarded.   
FUNDING
An estimated $1,500,000 will be available in FY 2006/2007 pending State budget approval.  Funding for each approved project requires a maximum of 90 percent State grant funds (maximum $250,000) and a local match equal to 10 percent of the grant request (one-half may be in-kind and one-half must be local funding).  Local match funds cannot be State or Federal, or money that has already been used for other programs or projects.

COMMUNITY-BASED TRANSPORTATION PLANNING

Community-Based Transportation Planning
PURPOSE

The Community-Based Transportation Planning (CBTP) Grant Program funds coordinated transportation and land use planning projects that encourage community involvement and partnership. Projects should support livable community concepts (see below), and promote community identity and quality of life.

GRANT SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

· Support livable community concepts.

· Address a deficiency, conflict, or opportunity in coordinating land use and transportation.

· Pertain to a study area where remedies to deficiencies in balanced, multi-modal transportation planning will provide significant community benefit.

· Leverage resources that may result in future improvements.

· Support an increase in residential development or rehabilitation capacity, revitalization of an area including residential uses.

· Include identifiable and likely synergistic effects (i.e., provision of any single benefit will likely induce additional benefits).

· Should be innovative and stress community-based “grassroots” involvement.

EXAMPLES OF PROJECT TYPES

Projects should involve conceptual-level planning and design activities that encourage community stakeholder collaboration and promote one or more of the following livable community concepts:

· Long-term sustainable community/economic development and growth. 

· Improved mobility and transportation choices for a wide range of users.

· Safe and complete pedestrian/bicycle/transit linkages.

· Jobs and affordable housing proximity.

· Increased transit oriented development or “transit villages”.

· Mixed-land use development.

· Context sensitive streetscapes.

· Freight-friendly locations, delivery and parking.

· Re-use or infill/compact development.

ELIGIBILITY

Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs), Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs), cities, counties, public entities, and transit agencies may apply for a grant independently as an applicant. The following organizations may submit proposals only as sub-recipients and must have an MPO, RTPA, city or county, or other public entity as the applicant: Native American Tribal Governments, universities, community colleges, community-based organizations, and private non-profit organizations.

FUNDING 

An estimated $1,500,000 will be available in FY 2006-2007 pending State budget approval.  Funding for this program requires a maximum of 80 percent State grant funds (cannot exceed $250,000) and a local contribution equal to at least 20 percent of the grant request (up to half of the 20% local contribution may be in-kind contributions).

The following four Transportation Planning Grant Programs listed in this section are funded with Federal funds.  In addition to the Caltrans Transportation Planning Grant Goals listed on Page 1, the project proposals must consider the following general criteria:

FEDERAL PLANNING EMPHASIS AREAS
· Consideration of safety and security in the transportation planning process.

· Linking the Planning and National Environmental Policy Act processes.

· Consideration of management and operations within planning processes.

· State Department of Transportation consultation with local officials.

· Enhancing the technical capacity of the planning processes.

· Coordination of human service transportation.

QUARTERLY REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

A progress report must be prepared every quarter for each awarded Partnership Planning and 5313(b) transit planning grant.  Caltrans staff will provide the brief report format. 

FINAL PRODUCTS 

All published reports funded through the Partnership Planning and Federal Transit Administration Section 5313(b) Transit Planning grant programs shall contain a credit reference on the cover or title page acknowledging the Federal Transit Administration’s or the Federal Highway Administration’s financial participation.  Four copies of all published reports shall be forwarded to the Caltrans District office responsible for the administration and oversight of the grant.  An electronic file of all published reports in Microsoft Word is also required.

PERIOD OF AVAILIBIILTY OF FUNDS
All grant recipients must have their approved projects identified in their FY 2006-2007 Overall Work Program.  Projects should be completed within two years.  A successful grant recipient must liquidate all obligations incurred under the grant award no later then 90 days after the end of the funding period to coincide with the submission of the MPO’s/RTPA’s Final Expenditure Report.

MATCHING OR COST SHARING

The values of third party in-kind contributions may not count towards satisfying a cost sharing or match requirement of a grant award if they have been or will be counted towards satisfying the matching requirement of another Federal grant agreement or any other award of Federal funds.

The value of third party in-kind contributions may be accepted as the match for Partnership Planning or 5313(b) transit planning funds and may be on either the total scope of work of the proposed project or specific planning activities or tasks of the project.  In-kind match amounts must be itemized by task and use a non-federal funding source.  The use of third party in-kind contributions must be identified in the original scope of work of the grant application, the project specific work element of the approved overall work program, and future amendments.  The Caltrans Office of Regional and Interagency Planning (ORIP) (located in Sacramento) must approve the use of third-party in-kind contributions in advance, prior to approval of the grant award.  

The Caltrans District Office of Transportation Planning and the grant recipient are responsible for ensuring that the following additional criteria are met:

1. The third party performing the work agrees to allow the value of the work to be used as the match.

2. The work performed by the third party is an eligible transportation planning activity that benefits the federally funded work.

3. The third party work is performed during the period to which the matching requirement applies.

4. The third party in-kind contributions are verifiable from the records of Caltrans and the grant recipient and these records show how the value placed on third party in-kind contributions was derived.

5. If the total amount of third party expenditures at the end of the program period is not sufficient to match the total expenditure of Federal funds by the grant recipient, the recipient will need to make up any shortfall with its own funds.

Partnership Planning
PURPOSE

The Partnership Planning Element requires Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) to jointly perform transportation planning studies with Caltrans that have a statewide benefit and/or multi-regional significance.  The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) has authorized Caltrans to allocate these grant funds.  The anticipated benefits of the proposal must result in improvements to the statewide or regional transportation system.  These benefits may include:  (1) Strengthen the economy, promote equity, protect the environment, and promote public health and safety in the state; (2) Improved public involvement and consensus efforts including government-to-government relations; (3) Enhanced ability to plan or operate, collect data on, and provide information about State, regional or local transportation systems; and (4) Improved ability to plan and implement transportation services, systems and projects that improves mobility across the state.  

GRANT SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

· Projects are transportation planning studies having statewide benefit and/or multi-regional significance jointly performed by MPOs, RTPAs, and Caltrans.

· The project must result in improvements to the State or regional transportation system.

· The project should demonstrate how it considers and/or affects jobs housing balance, land use, population growth and distribution, development, and the conservation of natural resources.

· Results in improvements to public involvement and consensus efforts including government-to-government relations.

PROJECT TYPES

Regional transportation planning studies with a statewide or multi-regional perspective and benefit; studies that identify regional, inter-county, and/or statewide mobility and access needs; land use and smart growth studies; corridor studies and corridor preservation studies; and projects that evaluate transportation issues involving ground access to international borders, seaports, airports, intermodal facilities, freight hubs, and recreational sites.

ELIGIBILITY
Only MPOs and RTPAs are eligible to submit applications for this grant program.  Projects are to be performed jointly with Caltrans staff.  Cities, counties, Native American Tribal Governments, Community-Based Organizations (CBOs), public entities (universities, public transit agencies, local transportation commissions, port authorities, airport commissions and similar entities) may apply for a grant as a sub-recipient.  Since Partnership Planning grants are Federal funds, the grants must be identified in an MPO’s or RTPA’s Overall Work Program.

FUNDING 

Approximately $1,000,000 will be available in FY 2006/2007.  The maximum amount per grant cannot exceed $300,000.  The applicant needs to provide a 20 percent non-Federal local match.
Statewide Transit Planning Studies
PURPOSE
The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) has authorized Caltrans to award grants to Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) for the development of studies on transit issues having statewide or multi-regional significance to assist in reducing reliance on single occupant vehicles and/or improving transit service that leads to improved mobility. The anticipated benefits of the proposal must result in improvements to urban, suburban and rural transit systems.  These benefits should include one or more of the following:  (1) Strengthen the economy, promote equity in planning, promote jobs housing balance, smart growth, reduce congestion and (2) Improve public involvement and consensus efforts including government-to-government relations.

Grant Specific Objectives
· Improve. mobility and accessibility by expanding the transportation system and enhancing modal choices and connectivity.

· Project is a transit study that has statewide or multi-regional significance to assist in reducing urban transportation needs and improving transit service.

· Encourage. the efficient development patterns by ensuring that any infrastructure associated with development uses land efficiently.

· Promotes equity in growth and development by rehabilitating, maintaining, and improving existing infrastructure that supports infill development.

· Reflects a critical need; e.g., improved public involvement, improved government-to-government relations, and enhanced ability to plan and implement State, regional, or local transportation services and projects.

PROJECT TYPES

Some examples of appropriate uses for Statewide Transit Planning Studies include:  Identification of policies and procedures to integrate transit into the planning process, statewide transit planning surveys and research, GIS development, transit planning handbook/procedures development for transportation planning agencies, identification of policies, strategies, and programs to preserve transportation facilities and optimize transportation infrastructure utility, transit oriented development studies, and development of transit planning and travel forecasting tools and models.

ELIGIBILITY

Only MPOs and RTPAs are eligible to submit applications for this grant program.  Cities, counties, Native American Tribal Governments, Community-Based Organizations (CBOs), public entities (public universities, public transit agencies, local transportation commissions, port authorities, airport commissions and similar entities) may apply for a grant as a sub-recipient.

FUNDING

An estimated $950,000 will be available in FY 2006/2007.  The maximum amount per grant cannot exceed $350,000.  The applicant needs to provide an 11.47 percent non-Federal match and/or in-kind local contribution.

Transit Technical Planning Assistance
PURPOSE

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) has authorized Caltrans to award grants to Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) for the preparation of public transit and/or intermodal transportation planning projects showing benefit to the rural transit service areas of California with a population 50,000 and less. 

GRANT SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

· Project is a public or intermodal transportation planning study in rural and small urban transit service areas (defined as transit service areas up to 50,000 population per the last census).

· The project should identify the mobility and access needs of a community and provide an assessment of its transit system’s continuity within regions.

· Results in public involvement/consensus building in the transportation planning process.

PROJECT TYPES

Some examples of appropriate uses for Transit Technical Planning Assistance grants include:  Short-range transit development plans, transit marketing plans, site selection studies, transit service implementation plans, ridership surveys, social service improvement studies, transit coordination studies, and evaluations and analyses of public participation activities.

ELIGIBILITY

Only MPOs and RTPAs are eligible to submit applications for this grant program.  Cities, counties, Native American Tribal Governments, Community-Based Organizations (CBOs), public entities (public universities, public transit agencies, local transportation commissions, port authorities, airport commissions, and similar entities) may apply for a grant as a sub-recipient.

FUNDING

An estimated $750,000 will be available in FY 2006/2007.  The maximum amount per grant cannot exceed $100,000.  The applicant needs to provide an 11.47 percent non-Federal match and/or in-kind local contribution.

PURPOSE
The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) has authorized Caltrans to award grants to Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) for the development of studies on transit issues having statewide or multi-regional significance to assist in reducing urban transportation needs and/or improving transit service that leads to improved mobility. The anticipated benefits of the proposal must result in improvements to urban, suburban and rural transit systems.  These benefits should include one or more of the following:

(1) Strengthen the economy, promote equity in planning, promote jobs/housing balance, smart growth, reduce congestion and (2) Improve public involvement and consensus efforts including government-to-government relations.

Transit Professional Development
PURPOSE

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) has authorized Caltrans to award grants to Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPAs) for training of transit planning professionals and student internships.  A public or private training entity with expertise in the public transportation industry shall provide employee training (not by in-house staff). 

GRANT SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

· Results in increased efficiency, safety, increased use, and expansion of rural and urban public transit systems.

· Funds training and development of transit planning professionals and/or provide for student internships in a public transportation agency; A public or private training entity with expertise in the public transportation industry shall provide employee training (not by in-house staff).

· Result in increased efficiency and further the resolution of problems confronting public transportation as it relates to the education of current and future transit planning employees.

PROJECT TYPES

Some examples of appropriate uses for Transit Professionals Development grants include:  transit safety and management classes, transportation planning workshops, internships for university students, transit information guidebooks and training manuals, and “Train the Trainer” classes.
ELIGIBILITY

Only MPOs and RTPAs are eligible to submit applications for this grant program.  Cities, counties, Native American Tribal Governments, Community-Based Organizations (CBOs), public entities (public universities, public transit agencies, local transportation commissions, port authorities, airport commissions and similar entities) may apply for a grant as a sub-recipient.

FUNDING 
An estimated $150,000 will be available in FY 2006/2007.  The maximum amount per grant cannot exceed $50,000.  The applicant needs to provide an 11.47 percent non-Federal match and/or in-kind local contribution.
