NSSPs to SSPs to Standard Specifications

Thank you for your efforts this year to transform your blanket nonstandard special provisions
(NSSPs) into standard special provisions (SSPs) and for starting the preparation to incorporate
SSPs into the 2010 edition of the Standard Specifications.

Next fiscal year specification owners will need to tocus their efforts on preparing SSPs for
incorporation into the 2010 Standards. In this process you will need to look at recurring NSSPs
to see if the existing specification can incorporate the recurring NSSP by:

¢ Broadening the existing specification:
¢ Muking the NSSP a conditional requirement in the specification: or
¢ Adding an instruction to a SSP to allow for this type of NSSP.

This effort may impact your ability to review and approve/disprove NSSPs. This past year the
district directors have expressed their concern that NSSP approvals take too long. 1 understand
that the delay in approval can be due to such things as poorly written or missing justifications.
And Tunderstand sometimes the delay is because the district staft will not accept disproval of
their NSSP. Of course. a specification owner cannot be blamed if a district misses a Ready to
List (RTIL.) date because it submitted a NSSP for approval after the Plans, Specifications. and
Estimate (PS&E) has been submitted to the Division of Engincering Services — Office Engineer
(DES-OE). However, if a NSSP has a complete justification, NSSP approvals should average
less than two weeks from submittal to approval or disproval.

It you do find that processing of NSSPs are averaging more than two weeks, [ suggest you
consider some level of delegation to the appropriate profession in the district. In accordance with
the Taw, SSPs have been signed and sealed by a licensed engineer fully competent and proficient
in that ficld. For non-engincering SSPs, the Department still employs a fully competent and
proficient professional to approve the SSP. Consequently. the level of delegation could only be
to district staff that are fully competent and proficient in that field. In addition, based on the
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1993 Audit Findings regarding specification development, appropriate district approval has to be
documented and should be furnished to the specification owner. Forwarding to the specification

owner would allow your specification owners to identify recurring NSSPs to be incorporated into
the 2010 Standards.
