PROJECT INFORMATION

Project Need:

Congestion, Operational Conflicts and Delay- Within the project limits the existing roadway is a conventional highway and has numerous at-grade public and private road connections. Recurrent holiday congestion creates queues up to seven miles in length and tends to inhibit the passage of emergency vehicles and increases likelihood of vehicle collisions. 

Safety- Within the community of Hopland operational conflicts occur due to turning movements, parking maneuvers, and bicycle and pedestrian traffic. The fatal collision rate is 1.7 times the Statewide average for similar facilities. 

 Regional Transportation Improvement Priorities- The Hopland Bypass is listed as the second highest priority for new facility highway improvements in the Mendocino Council of Governments (MCOG) Regional Transportation Plan, which was readopted in 1996. The Hopland Bypass is also the highest priority STIP candidate project in the North Coastal Counties Supervisors Association list of Route 101 improvement priorities, adopted on October 29, 1998. On March 3, 2003 MCOG adopted a resolution to amend their RTIP by designating $2,000,000 in reserve STIP funding for the Hopland Bypass project. The resolution also recognized their commitment for total project funding would likely be between 15 and 25 percent.  The local Pomo Tribe has also expressed an interest in contributing to project funding in order to facilitate accessibility to their Casino located four miles east on Rt. 175.

Concept Facilities- The existing roadway within the project limits does not meet either the Caltrans “Interregional Transportation Strategic Plan” dated June 1998 or the District 1 Route Concept Report for Route 101, dated October 2002.  Both of these plans identify a 4-lane freeway or expressway as the Route 101-concept facility in the Hopland area. In its 1998 Regional Transportation Plan, Caltrans, recognizing the importance of Route 101 for the interregional movement of people and goods, established a concept level of service (LOS) of “C” on a four-lane facility for the rural portions of Route 101. Currently LOS is D and is expected to drop to F over the next 20 years within the bypass limits. Escalating real estate values, increasing environmental constraints, along with the increasing pace of development in southern Mendocino County is going to create a greater need for the project and increase the ultimate investment that the State of California will bear to build this project. Investment in construction of this bypass will have a direct impact on economic and development opportunities in and to the north of the Hopland area. 

Project Purpose:

Although Route 101 is a High Emphasis and Focus Route in the State’s Interregional Transportation Strategic Plan, the project location remains the last 2-lane conventional highway and the last non-bypassed town (Hopland) between San Francisco and Ukiah.  Route 101 through Hopland accommodates both local and interregional traffic, since Hopland has no other north-south through streets. There are no passing lanes available within the phase 1 project limits.  Peak-hour and holiday traffic volumes exceed capacity, causing traffic back-ups on Route 101, which increases travel times, delays cross traffic, and contributes to collision and fatality rates that are higher than Statewide averages for similar facilities. Using the Department’s cost/benefit model, the 20 year benefit for the Hopland Bypass is approximately $114 million. 

 The project’s main benefits are to provide an interregional transportation facility that will relieve congestion, reduce operational conflicts by separating local traffic from interregional traffic, accommodate future traffic volumes and improve safety. In addition, the project will accommodate existing local traffic demand, reduce travel time, improve air quality and reduce noise in the local community of Hopland.
