PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:

· Capacity, operational, and safety concerns will be reduced by converting this conventional two-lane highway to a four-lane expressway. 

Project Need:

· Regional and interregional traffic volumes on Route 36 (currently in excess of 20,000 vehicles per day during peak hour) on the east end of Susanville continue to increase resulting in periodic congestion.  
· Bridge at Lassen Creek is undersized resulting in occasional flooding and closure of Route 36.  

Project Purpose:

· Route 36 will be widening to four lanes to meet current and future traffic congestion concerns.  




Interregional Transportation Benefits

· Meets capacity and operations concerns on this segment of the ITSP Focus Route that links rural and small urban centers across Northern California.

· Meets interregional goods movement capacity and operational issues related to this key east-west goods movement corridor.  

· Meets the 4-lane conventional roadway standard concept in the ITSP for Route 36.

Regional Transportation Benefits

· AB1012 funds programmed in 2000 provided early involvement with environmental and other regulatory agencies.

· Improves regional and interregional bicycle travel.

· Improvements to SR36 identified in the Lassen County Regional Transportation Plan as STIP priority #2.

· Lassen County has consistently used a high percentage of their STIP funds to solve regional and interregional transportation congestion concerns on and off system.  Examples include the Town Hill, East Susanville Widening and the Skyline Corridor Projects.
