PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:

· Increased traffic volumes and substandard interchange geometrics have resulted in a need for improvements at the South Avenue Interchange.  

· Significant queues develop at the ramp intersections

· Geometric constaints - The primary issue is the intersection spacing from the NB ramps to the Old Highway 99W, which is only 200 feet.  Compounding that is the relatively short NB (1300 foot) exit ramp.

· Fatality rate above statewide average

· High Emphasis Route

Project Need:



· The 1960’s interchange included construction of the northbound ramps intersection immediately adjacent (200 ft. spacing) to the South Avenue/County Road 99W intersection.
· The truck stop immediately adjacent to the interchange, which pre-date the freeway, has steadily grown.
· The majority of interregional travel between Chico and Redding use South Avenue as the preferred corridor.  
· Substandard interchange geometrics including, but not limited to, a short northbound off ramp. 
· Resultant interchange operational deficencies including, but not limited to, long queues of trucks backed up at the intersections and ramps that at times back onto mainline Interstate 5.  
Project Purpose:

· Reconstruct the interchange to improve operations, safety and capacity.  

Interregional Transportation Benefits

· Meets interregional goods movements concerns for safe and efficient operation by improving one of the largest, most significant truck stop locations between Los Angeles and Seattle.  Trucks account for over 65% of the traffic volumes at this interchange. 

· Provides improved linkage between  Interstate 5 and the Chico Area.

· Improves access and future capacity for the regionally significant tax generating South Avenue interchange.
