PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:

· In 1986, Caltrans adopted the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) regulations pertaining to no-passing zones that greatly reduced passing opportunities from Redding to Eureka on SR 299.

· Level of service and operational concerns on SR 299 have resulted in a need for additional passing lanes.  

Project Need:

· This mountainous portion of SR 299 is characterized by a curvilinear alignment and substantial grades.
· Limited passing opportunities (2 short passing lanes) exist between Weaverville and the Shasta-Trinity County line (20 miles).
· The high interregional (truck and recreation) and regional travelers are experiencing delays.
Project Purpose:

· Provide a one-mile long passing lane that will reduce operational delay  associated with this section of SR 299.  

Interregional Transportation Benefits

· Meets planning goals of the ITSP Focus Route.

· Reduces delay on this key goods movement corridor that, once the Buckhorn Project is complete, it will provide the only STAA truck access into the North Coast and the deep water port in Eureka.

Regional Transportation Benefits

· Improves access to recreation and other Trinity County points of interest (Historic Weaverville, Trinity Lake, Trinity Alps, etc.)

Other

· This is included as a high priority project in the early 1990’s multi-agency Route 299 Corridor Study.
· Trinity County has consistently used a high percentage of their STIP funds to solve regional and interregional transportation congestion problems on and off the State highway system.  Examples include the Buckhorn, Rocky Point, East and West Connector Road Projects.
