Purpose & Need  for the Project:

· LOS, Operational and safety concerns on State Route 44 between downtown Redding and Interstate 5.

Project Need:

· The eastbound SR 44 transition from a downtown urban arterial to access controlled four-lane freeway is experiencing over capacity contributing to operational and safety concerns.  

· The merge from the Auditorium Drive to SR 44 and the weave with regional traffic and interregional traffic exiting to southbound I-5 is experiencing significant changes in level of service, capacity, operational, and safety concerns.

Project Purpose:

· An eastbound auxiliary lane between Liberty Street and the Auditorium Drive off ramps will improve level of service and reduce operational and safety concerns.

· An eastbound auxiliary lane between Auditorium Drive and I-5 will enhance the level of service, merging, and weaving on SR 44.
Interregional Transportation Benefits:

· Improved regional and interregional level of service, operations and safety on Route 44, an ITSP Focus Route.  

· Improves interregional goods movement and recreational link between Interstate 5 and areas west of Redding.
