Purpose & Need for the Project:

· Level of service and operational concerns on I-5 have resulted in a need for a climbing lane.  

Project Need:

· Traffic on I-5 has increased in excess of 15% over the last three years. 

· Truck and RV volumes have also increased and account for in excess of 10% and 5% of the traffic on this segment of interstate 5.  

· The Nine-Mile Hill grade is a long, sustained 4% grade.

· The traffic volumes and grades have resulted in recent level of service and operational declines. 
Project Purpose:

· A northbound climbing lane on the grade will improve level of service, and related operational/safety concerns. 

Interregional Transportation Benefits:

· Project is located on Interstate 5 a High Emphasis Route critical to interstate, interregional and international travel, commerce and trade.
· The operational and safety concerns experienced will largely involve and  benefit the high volumes of slower moving interregional traveling trucks.

Regional Transportation Benefits:

· This project is largely an interregional travel improvement.  However, the smaller regional travel between Red Bluff and Redding will benefit from this improvement.  

· This project is consistent with the Tehama County Regional Transportation Plan (RTP), the Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) and the State Highway Operations and Protection Program (SHOPP).
