Project Description:


This project proposes to perform revegetation planting work in areas disturbed during the construction of the Truckee Bypass Roadway Project (EA 291004).  The project will focus on the use of containerized native plants and supplemental seeding to revegetate upland, riparian and wetland plant communities impacted during the construction of the roadway.  Revegtation work will occur on embankment/cut slopes, contour graded areas and in basins constructed specifically for on-site mitigation purposes.

Project Scope:

As part of roadway construction, disturbed areas were treated with standard erosion control BMP’s including duff, mulching and hydro-seeding.  To supplement initial erosion control measures Caltrans is committed to establishing native woody plant species that cannot be readily established by seed.  Planting will also establish vegetation in areas that did not properly revegetate as a result of erosion control efforts.  This project will include the following work:

· Container Planting- Native plants will be grown from locally collected seed.  Plants will be grown in container sizes common to the reforestation industry.  Tree and shrubs grown in containers will be out planted in locations designated on plans.

·  Supplemental Seeding- Additional seeding will occur in areas where initial erosion control measures did not establish properly.  Supplemental seeding will also target areas that are likely to pose erosion problems in the future.

· Temporary Irrigation- A temporary irrigation system will be installed in areas of high visibility to promote rapid establishment of native plants.

· Plant Establishment- A 3 year plant establishment period will be included the contract.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:
Project is delivered and ready for construction.  It awaits only CTC action to vote the required funds.  The following are the reasons that this project should proceed:

Project Need:

Caltrans is committed to perform mitigation planting in order to replace vegetative cover removed during the construction of the Truckee Bypass (EA 291004). Commitments have been referred to in multiple environmental documents prepared during the permitting process as far back as 1989.  The following Caltrans documents refer and outline commitments to include revegetation as a component of the roadway project:

· Visual Impact Assessment for the Truckee Bypass Route 267, July 1989, Bob Godbold/Landscape Architect.

· The Second Supplement to the Visual Assessment for the Truckee Bypass , April1998, Tom O’Donnell/Landscape Architect.

· Final Environmental Impact Report/Statement,  April 1992, Dick Melim/ Acting District Director, District 3 

· Final Environmental Impact Report/Statement Reevaluation , April 1998, Carolyn Brown/Biologist
· Mitigation Plan for Biological Impacts for the Truckee Bypass Project, January 1999, Carolyn Brown/Biologist.

Multiple regulatory agencies, local residents and politicians have read the reports over the years and are keenly aware of the commitments Caltrans has made regarding mitigation planting.  It is imperative that Caltrans follow through with these commitments, in order to remain in good standing with the local community. 

Project Purpose:

The roadsides along the recently completed Truckee Bypass contain little vegetation. Initial erosion control seeding and mulching efforts will provide minimal long term cover on slopes and other exposed areas.  Follow-up revegetation using containerized plant materials provide many benefits including improved roadside aesthetics, long term erosion control, biofiltration of run-off and prevention of invasive plant colonization.  In addition, Caltrans has committed itself to conduct revegetation efforts as outlined in the 1999 Mitigation Plan (see under “Project Need” above).
