PROJECT INFORMATION

Project Need:
In 1996, City o f Woodland adopted its current General Plan.  In the mitigated condition, there are several areas of anticipated significant traffic congestion.  In large part, these congested areas are caused by regional pass-through traffic between I-5 and SR 113 using Main Street between the two freeway facilities, with the northbound I-5 to southbound SR113 creating the majority of turning movement conflicts with Main Street traffic.  This movement causes significant congestion on Main Street, with the I-5 off-ramp intersection at Main Street forecasted to operate at level of service F in the year 2020.  The Main Street congestion tends to increase traffic volumes on CR102 and Gibson Road, as traffic attempts to bypass the Main Street connection.  Improved connections need to be made to I-5/SR113 interchange to accommodate regional traffic and mitigate the congestion on local streets.

Project Purpose:

The purpose of this project is to provide for an alternate northbound to southbound connection for I-5/SR 113 that will reduce regional traffic use of local streets, notably Main Street, Gibson Road, and County Road 102.  This request is Phase 2 of this project.  Phase 1 of this project (EA 374211 – PPNO 0301V) was programmed in the 1998 STIP.  When the I-80 Yolo Causeway is closed due to an occasional accident or adverse roadway conditions, the new connection will aid the detour route, reduce congestion on Main Street, and reduce potential for off-ramp queuing to the mainline.
Project Scope:

Phase 2 of this project (EA 374221) will construct a new direct connection from northbound I-5 to southbound SR 113. 

The connection will consist of a single lane diverge from I-5 at the existing Main Street Overhead structure and widen to two lanes, essentially “becoming” south bound SR 113 at the existing Main Street Overhead.  It includes grade separation crossings at Pioneer Avenue, I-5 and SR 113 and a new structure at Main Street.

The existing southbound I-5 to southbound SR 113 connection will be shifted westerly, with a new structure at Main Street.  The connector will be reduced from 2 lanes to 1 lane.  The Main Street off-ramp will require minor reconstruction. 

This project will also include new retaining walls and multiple utility relocation.
