Project Description:


The project will add High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lanes in the median of U.S. 50 as well as to identify specific strategies and projects to improve the operations of the midtown and downtown Sacramento street system and to enhance neighborhood livability. 

The project will include the following improvements:

1. Construct HOV lanes from downtown Sacramento to Bradshaw by widening in the median and from Bradshaw to Sunrise Blvd by widening on the outside. 

2. Provide shoulders within the median.

3. Provide CHP Enforcement Areas in the median at specific locations.

4. Evaluate ramp meter deficiencies.
5. Evaluate the construction of drop ramps at Watt Avenue.

6. Address City of Sacramento and County of Sacramento issues including land use, parking, transit/alternative modes of transportation, neighborhood livability and regional/social equity through the following:
· Traffic calming and other traffic management improvements

· Lighting and Streetscape improvements

· Other improvements identified through the CAC

· Improve traffic operations including traffic weaving in the vicinity of the W/X freeway

· Bicycle and pedestrian circulation improvement

· Improvements to pedestrian/transit access to mass transit

· Expansion and marketing of the rideshare program

· Develop strategies to encourage use of HOV lanes and alternatives modes

· Transit enhancements on identified transit corridors

· Additional transit service, Bus Rapid Transit and other innovative bus feeder systems

· On-street and facility parking impacts
· Land use changes for the development of pedestrian and transit orientated communities

7. Construct Soundwalls.
8. Improve the Mather and Zinfandel interchanges.

9. Study the “No Build” Alternative
Project Scope:

The proposed project will add HOV lanes in Median of Route 50 in Sacramento County and the City of Sacramento, and identify specific strategies and projects to improve the midtown and downtown Sacramento street system so as to enhance neighborhood livability. The development of the project scope and design will utilize an inclusive approach that integrates and balances community, aesthetic, and environmental values with traditional transportation safety and performance goals. 

This project will be combined with other programmed projects, from housing centers in Sacramento and El Dorado Counties to the job centers in downtown Sacramento.

The end result will be a list of individual components recommended for implementation and a phasing plan to accomplish the components.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:
Commute travel on U.S. 50 is heavily congested with extensive periods of stop-and-go traffic. Residential commercial and employment development in the U.S. 50 corridor is projected to continue growing at a substantial rate with strong job growth in downtown Sacramento, Rancho Cordova, and the City of Folsom. Personal mobility and reliable commute times are declining in the corridor due to increasing traffic congestion on U.S. 50. Downtown Sacramento job growth is increasing the number of commuters and commuter buses that travel through residential neighborhoods from freeway exits to employment sites. U.S. 50 commute traffic affects the quality of life and livability of midtown and downtown neighborhoods.
