PROJECT INFORMATION

Background and Introduction:
US-101 has been designated a Focus Route of the State’s Interregional Road System (IRRS) and is the main highway link connecting San Francisco and the Peninsula, Silicon Valley and the South Bay. US 101 (Bayshore Freeway) is the principal arterial serving local and interregional traffic along the San Francisco Peninsula and is a gateway to the San Francisco International Airport. The segment under study passes through the cities of San Mateo and Burlingame. 

The construction of auxiliary lanes will facilitate higher ramp volumes and enhance through lane distribution on the mainline, which will contribute to more efficient vehicle weaving and merging maneuvers. Construction/reconstruction of the pedestrian/bicycle overcrossings will link existing and planned bicycle paths with the Bay Trail System. Reconstruction of the Peninsula Avenue interchange would improve traffic movements and increase the operational capacity of the interchange. This project would reduce traffic congestion resulting from merging and weaving conflicts and improve the overall freeway system performance in the vicinity of the Peninsula Avenue overcrossing.
Project Need:

US-101 is heavily congested throughout the day and is over capacity during the morning and afternoon peak hours. Recently, there has been a large increase in traffic demand generated by the expansion of residential and commercial development along the US 101 corridor. In the northbound AM peak, 480-vehicle hours/delay were reported in 1998. Within the project limits, the construction of auxiliary lanes will reduce the merging and weaving conflicts experienced by motorists traveling between on and off-ramps, thereby, decreasing the number of Rear End (365) and Sideswipe (105) accidents. 
The project area has an AADT of 251,000, with a significant volume of truck traffic that accounts for 4.7% of the AADT.  US-101 is designated as both a Surface Transportation Assistance Act (STAA) and a State Highway Extra Legal Load (SHELL) route.  The STAA routes are designated routes for over-length trucks.  

SHELL routes are for movement of extra legal loads; that is, those that exceed the limits of length, width, height, or weight of the California Vehicle code.

The MTC 1998 RTP examined this segment of US-101 as part of the region’s Peninsula Corridor.  The RTP forecasted the demographic and travel data for this corridor for the year 2020.  These data suggest that population and employment will show significant growth that will result in a 30% increase in daily person trips by the year 2020.  Without any improvements to US-101, the average travel time through this corridor may increase by 20%.

Project Purpose:

US-101 is one of the major transportation corridors on the Peninsula, particularly, for providing access to the San Francisco International Airport, the San Mateo/Hayward Bridge and the Dumbarton Bridge, in San Mateo and Santa Clara counties.  This north/south corridor is the traveled way for local and interregional traffic serving commuters, commercial and goods movement, and recreational traffic.  US-101 serves as one of the primary transportation links between San Francisco, San Mateo, and Santa Clara counties, connecting to/from Alameda County, and San Benito County to the south.
