PROJECT INFORMATION

Background and Introduction: 

Route 101 is the most heavily traveled route in the North Bay Area linking the Marin and Sonoma Counties with the San Francisco County to the south and California coastal region and Oregon to the north.  Due to the lack of parallel routes in the region, most north/south travel occurs along Route 101 and most of the residential development and business activities are located within a few miles on either side of Route 101.  The City of Petaluma is at the southern end of Route 101 corridor in Sonoma County and is the first encountered whentraveling north from Marin County and the Bay Area.

The construction of the southbound auxiliary lane will improve access to and from the local arterials.  It will also provide additional traffic storage capacity for the southbound East Washington Street on-ramp, the Route 116 southbound off-ramp and the southbound Route 101 mainline.

Project Need:

Currently commuters that travel along the Route 101 corridor  experience heavy congestion during the morning peak peak hours due to the bottleneck at the Marin-Sonoma Narrows.  This congestion causes traffic to back-up on sothbound Route 101 to the vicinity of the Old Redwood Highway interchange.  Freeway traffic diverts to local arterials in order to bypass the congestion.

The existing acceleration lane from East Washington Street on-ramp and the deceleration lane to the Route 116 off-ramp are currently not to standard.  Extending the lanes will allow the lanes to meet current design standards.  

Accident data for the Route 101 southbound on-ramp from East Washington Street indicate that the accident rates are higher than the statewide average accident rates for ramps of this type.   

Project Purpose:

Route 101 is designated as the” Focus Route” on the 1998 Interregional Transportation Strategic Plan.  Focus Routes will serve as a system of high volume primary arteries to which lower volume and facility standard state highway routes can connect for the purposes of longer interregional trips serving commuters, commercial and goods movement and recreational traffic.  Route 101 links Sonoma County with San Francisco and Marin counties to the south and coastal regions and Oregon State to the north.
