PROJECT INFORMATION

Background:  
Route 134 is categorized as an urban principal arterial providing for the exntension of a rural principal arterial into an urban area.  The proposed project is on an intra-regional freeway providing a major east-west commuter link between Route 101 in the east San Fernando Valley and Route 210 in the west San Gabriel Valley.  Route 134, the Ventura Freeway is located inside the Los Angeles County and starts at the Route 134/170/101 interchange (P.M. 0.00) and ends at the 134/210/710 interchange (P.M. 13.34), which covers 21.4 KM.  Route 134 passes throught he incorporated cities of Burbank, Glendale, Los Angeles, and Pasadena.  

Project Need:  

The project is located in an area that has constrained access.  The Hollywood Way and Alameda Ave are currently severely constrained and cannot be mitigated due to the ramp configuration.  The project in conjunction with other  transportation improvement projects in this area will correct the transportation service deficiencies, improve LOS, increase mobility and decrease congestion

The project is a component of an overall integrated project in City of Burbank long term transportation improvement plan.   This project is key to the successful implementation of the City’s plan and it has long term value in terms of enhancing circulation, reduction in congestion and economic development in this region.

Project Purpose:

The proposed ramp at Hollywood Way will relieve a significant amount of congestion from the existing westbound on-ramp at Hollywood Way and supply much needed storage for overflow volumes during peak periods.  The existing SR-134 ramps in the Burbank media District do not have the capacity and are inefficient configured to service the projected traffic volumes, and they do not meet current Caltrans standards.


The project will contribute to a balanced and integrated transportation network by relieving congestion on the existing on-ramp to the westbound SR-134 at Hollywood way and by providing improved access to the freeway from Burbank Media District, the Burbank-Glendale-Pasadena Airport and Universal Studio.  Significant congestion is projected for year 2020 at a local intersections with the media District on the north side of the freeway due to westbound traffic existing at Buena Vista Avenue and traveling west on surface streets to access the center and west portions of the media District.  Year 2020 projected forecasts indicated that without improvement, the existing ramps would operate at LOS F during P.M. peak hours. The existing westbound off-ramp at Hollywood Way is approximately 410 feet north of the existing westbound –ramp.  The disjointed nature of the westbound off- and on-ramps leads to driver confusion (which can result in wrong-way travel onto ramps) and increased traffic and congestion on local streets.
