Project Description: Construct grade crossings/safety improvements and grade separations along 35-mile freight rail corridor through San Gabriel Valley from East L.A. to Pomona along the UPRR Alhambra and Los Angeles subdivisions


Project Scope: The construction of the projects which utilize the remaining IIP funding will allow grade separation of four rail/road intersections at East End, Reservoir, Sunset, and Brea, thereby eliminating UPRR grade crossing.



Existing Funding:

Phase I of the ACE Project has a total of $368 million in funding committed to the project, including TCRP funds.  The funding commitments are as follows (x1000):

Out of $39,000 of IIP funding, $1,042 still remaining to be allocated by CTC.  These funds are to be reprogrammed or extended to the next cycle.

Future Funding Need:
$7 million for the construction of the Sunset Avenue Grade Separation.  If no further TCRP funds are allocated to the project, we will need an additional $68 million in order to complete Phase I of the program.

Total Estimated Cost:  Phase I - $410 million

Based upon the funding currently programmed, Phase I of the ACE Project will be fully constructed and operational by August 2007.


PROJECT INFORMATION

Background: The ACE Project is a continuation of the Alameda Corridor rail project which was completed in 2002.  The Alameda Corridor-East (ACE) Construction Authority was created by the San Gabriel Valley Council of Governments, a consortium of the 30 cities in the San Gabriel Valley, to construct and implement the improvements necessary  to prepare for the growth in train traffic which is expected to grow by 160% by 2020. 
Project Need: The ACE Project is a critical transportation infrastructure project that passes through a residential area of 2 million residents and 755,110 jobs in 31 municipalities.  The project is of national significance and supported by the 14 state legislators and five congressional members serving the San Gabriel Valley because it expedites the efficient movement of goods through the Valley to the rest of the nation over 70 miles of mainline freight routes.  In addition, the project provides congestion relief, improved air quality, better access for emergency service vehicles, and is urgently needed due to the following growth forecasts for trains by 2020:  (1) Train traffic through San Gabriel Valley is expected to increase by as much as 160%; (2) Truck/auto traffic at railroad crossings will increase by 40%; (3) Without adequate improvements to handle the increased train and vehicle traffic, vehicle traffic congestion around the San Gabriel Valley’s 54 railroad grade crossings will worsen by 300%; (4) Vehicle wait times will increase by 300%; (5) The completion of the Alameda Corridor from the ports to downtown Los Angeles provides for more and longer trains; (6) Congestion could impede growth in international trade through ports of Long Beach and Los Angeles, which together account for 40% of all waterborne U.S. trade and generate $5.4 billion in state and local tax revenues per year.
Project Purpose:

Completion of the ACE Project will include the following benefits:  (1) ACE will build grade separations  at 20 of the busiest grade crossings in the San Gabriel Valley, eliminating delays; (2) Vehicle delays at grade crossings will be reduced by 60% overall and eliminated entirely at the 20 heaviest crossings; (3) ACE will eliminate 221 tons of pollution annually; (4) ACE will eliminate 150 accidents per year when completed by installing state-of-the-art traffic signals, safety devices and crossing gates, constructing traffic medians or adding crossing gates to prevent vehicle drive-arounds and constructing safe sidewalks for pedestrians; (5) ACE will facilitate the movement of trade eastward to the rest of the nation, projected to reach $661 billion by 2020; (6) ACE will foster continued economic vitality in the estimated new 172,000 jobs by 2020 that will go elsewhere unless the congestion is reduced or eliminated; (7) Train hornblowing will be eliminated at 20 locations along the 70 mile corridor.
