Purpose & Need  for the Project:
     
Project Need:

With this heavily congested segment, the southbound 405 freeway provides for unnecessary weaving and merging traffic in a short distance and stop and go conditions. Currently, this section of Route 405 operates at the Level of service (LOS) between F0 to F2. With the proposed improvements the freeway in this segment of the corridor is anticipated to operate at the LOS between F0 to F1 and also will provide an added capacity through the freeway. This will allow the traffic on the southbound 405 to have unimpeded flow and thus will increase the level of service and reduce the total travel time. It may result in as much as $7.8 million in the first year in travel time saving through the connector as a result of this project and $101.6 million in 20 years.

Project Purpose:

Route 405, which is also called the San Diago Freeway, is a north/south route classified as an interstate/interregional, urban freeway. Route 405, as a part of the National Highway System (NHS). With its existing condition, this segment of the freeway provides for unnecessary weaving and merging traffic in a short distance. The proposed improvement on Route 405 provides an added HOV lane with additional auxiliary lanes between existing on-ramps and off-ramps, thus improves the weaving conditions and eliminates the “stop and go” conditions. This will allow the traffic on heavily congested section to have unimpeded flow and therefore improving regional mobility and congestion relief. Since this project include an HOV project, a 15% to 20% reduction in vehicle trips or vehicle miles traveled is expected.

This project will enhance the existing 405-freeway network. It does not compete, duplicate, or conflict with any other project in the area.  It is a traffic operational improvement project to enhance system mobility locally while providing for improved system network accessibility.  Other transportation facilities/services include transit on local arterial streets and the Red Metro Rail.  This project proposes to enhance accessibility to those service nodes

While the project is not directly connected to the local system, however, it does provide for enhanced accessibility with the improved mainline of the freeway. It will result in shorter travel time to the local system nodes.
