PROJECT INFORMATION

Background:
The Final Environmental Impact Report for the San Fernando Road Corridor Redevelopment Project, dated November 12, 1992 (1992 FEIR), evaluated the redevelopment of the San Fernando Road Redevelopment project area in the City of Glendale.
The 1992 FEIR identified the need for a number of transportation and circulation improvements as part of the mitigation program.  After evaluation of the mitigation program, the 1992 FEIR determined that many of the mitigations were not feasible because of limited right-of-way and restrictions due to existing structures.  It concluded that the San Fernando Road Corridor Redevelopment project would have unmitigated significant transportation impacts at a number of intersections.  The intersection of Fairmont Avenue/San Fernando Road, and Doran Street/San Fernando Road were among the intersections identified to have unmitigated significant transportation impacts.

The 1992 FEIR also concluded that the Redevelopment project would have significant regional impact on the SR-134/San Fernando Road Interchange and that mitigation would not be feasible without substantial redesign.
The existing SR-134/San Fernando Road Interchange consists of two sets of on-ramps and off-ramps.  The eastbound ramps terminate at Doran Street and the westbound ramps terminate at Fairmont Avenue.  Fairmont Avenue and Doran Streets are four lane streets in the vicinity of their intersections with the SR-134/San Fernando Road Interchange ramps.  West of the ramps, Fairmont Avenue intersects, but does not cross San Fernando Road.
The Central Avenue eastbound off-ramp at State Route 134 was originally constructed as a two-lane off-ramp as part of the freeway construction in 1966. Due to increased traffic volume, Caltrans subsequently re-striped the off-ramp to three lanes - one right-turn lane (8.5’ wide), one optional through/right-turn lane (9’ wide), and one optional through/left-turn lane (8.5’ wide). These lanes do not meet Caltrans’ lane width standards. 

Due to the large volume of traffic using this off-ramp (particularly during the weekday morning and evening peak hours en route to either southbound Central Avenue or Brand Boulevard one block further east), it is common for vehicles to be delayed on this ramp with the queue of traffic that extends down the off-ramp not only onto the freeway collector-distributor lane between Pacific Avenue and Central Avenue, but onto the SR-134 eastbound mainline.
The following are some of the key dates for the project:
1) The Project Study Report for the SR-134/San Fernando Road Interchange project was approved by Caltrans in May of 1998.
2) The Environmental Assessment/Initial Study (CEQA and NEPA) for the SR-134/San Fernando Road Interchange project was certified by Federal Highway Administration in July of 2000.
3) The California Transportation Commission, at its meeting of August 14, 2003, approved a STIP Amendment to incorporate the widening of eastbound Central Avenue off-ramp into the original scope of the SR 134/San Fernando Road Interchange project.

4) The right-of-way Certification No. 3 was certified by Caltrans on October 29, 2003.
Project Need:

The proposed improvements will facilitate safety, provide congestion relief, and enhance access from State Route 134 via grade separation of Fairmont Avenue across San Fernando Road and the Metrolink railroad tracks.
The proposed widening of this eastbound Central Avenue off-ramp would alleviate operational problems due to the queue of traffic extending down the off-ramp not only onto the freeway collector-distributor lane between Pacific Avenue and Central Avenue, but onto the SR-134 eastbound mainline.
Project Purpose:

To alleviate the anticipated congestion at SR 134/San Fernando Road Interchange and to complement the ramp widening, already in progress by Caltrans, at the interchange, and to alleviate operational problems due to the queue of traffic extending down the off-ramp.
