Project Description:  This project proposes to improve the Green River Interchange including all ramps.  

Project Information

Purpose & Need for the Projects:

The area is experiencing major traffic delays.  A key choke point is on Green River Road at the State Route 91 (SR-91) interchange.  Local traffic entering and exiting SR-91 is severely impeded by gridlock.  Traffic volumes in the area are expected to more than double by the year 2025.  An interchange reconstruction project is recommended to help relieve congestion at and near the interchange.

Scope of Project:

The proposed improvements entail the replacement of the Green River Bridge to a six-lane, 3-span bridge, installation of traffic signals at the ramps, ramps widening and metering.

· The project is not included in RCTC strategic plan.

· Corona By-pass, subject interchange is the western terminus, takes trips off Rte 91 and I-15.

· The project is required to improve the flow of people and goods through this corridor.  RCTC is also improving the flow by improving the Metro Link facilities and service and by improving the bus service. In addition, RCTC is currently conducting a study to determine additional transit service needed along this corridor.

· Four Corner Group has prepared a study to develop multi modal alternatives to transportation congestion problems between the four counties (LA, OC, Riverside, Sbd).  The proposed improvements are included in the Four Corner Group’s recommendation.
