PROJECT INFORMATION

Background:
The North Main Corona Station serves 22 daily trains on the Inland Empire-Orange County (IEOC) & Riverside-Fullerton-Los Angeles Lines.  

Project Need:

Phase 1 of this project, the construction of the North Main Corona Station at a cost of $14 Million was funded by local sales tax, STIP, and FTA funds.  However, parking utilization is at  95% capacity.   With the continued growth in Metrolink ridership, the Station is projected to have a deficit of 332 parking spaces by 2010.
Project Purpose:

This project serves as Phase 2 of the North Main Corona Metrolink Station.  The opportunity to expand parking beyond the 6.7 acres is very limited so a parking structure is recommended for construction by 2009.  The structure will accommodate Metrolink patrons, park and riders, and express bus users.  Preliminary design and environmental work has begun on this project.
The construction of 1,000 spaces will allow for the use of the Metrolink station through 2010.  The incremental ridership is projected to be 2.8 million riders by 2010 and 8.7 million riders by 2020.

The project benefits:

· Creates congestion relief in the SR91 corridor by making the development of new Metrolink and Express Bus service possible;

· The availability of adequate parking has positive impacts or makes possible the development of several modes of travel within the SR91 corridor;

· The parking structure is necessary for the development and efficient operation of two Riverside County Metrolink lines;

· Creation of new Orange County bound Express Bus service in the SR91 corridor from the Corona vicinity is dependent upon adequate parking and an area for transfers of car drivers to buses;

· HOV lane usage may be improved with the additional parking facility that would allow for staging of carpools and storage of vehicles.   The existing Corona Park and Ride lot is inadequate and filled to capacity; and

· Provides an opportunity for the Department to partner and participate in joint project development activities with RCTC and the City of Corona.
