Project Information

Need for Project:
This 2-Lane section of SR-58 is experiencing congestion and delays due to increasing truck traffic associated with movement of goods and oversize loads and limited passing opportunities. This section of SR-58 is classified as high emphasis route, which requires a minimum 4-lane standard facility. The sections east and west of the project limit are currently 4-lanes and this has created a bottleneck within the project limit.

Purpose of Project:
· Correct the bottleneck deficiency.

· Improve safety and operations.

· Provide continuity of other sections of this route that have been widened to 4-lanes.

· Consistent with ITSP.

· High emphasis focused route.

· Improves goods movement.

· Reduces people/goods movement conflicts.

· An 11-mile 4-lane expressway gap closure improving reliability of delivery.

Scope of Project:

Realign and widen  SR-58 to 4-lane expressway from 2.8 mi west of Hidden River Rd to 0.7 Mi east of Lenwood Rd near Hinkley. Includes IC at Lenwood Rd., at-grade crossings at Sommerset Rd., Hinkley Rd., and Valley View Rd. Also includes frontage roads and sound walls.
