PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:
Highway 4 is an IRRS Route from east of Highway 99 to its termination on the east side of the Sierras at Route 89.  It primarily serves interregional and recreational traffic, which peaks during the summer tourist season.  Within Calaveras County, Route 4  traverses through historic downtown Angels Camp, which cannot be improved due to the historic significance of the location.
Project Need:

This section of Route 4 is a significant bottleneck, particularly on weekends and holidays during the peak recreational season.  This interregional traffic also significantly detracts from the historic nature of the community and the quality of life for residents, who are unable to move from one side of the community to the other during peak travel periods.  Travel forecasts indicate that without improvements, the traffic back-up through central Angels Camp will result in full breakdown conditions within the next 10 to 15 years.

Project Purpose:

Construction of the Angels Expressway will relieve this congestion and provide adequate LOS for travelers on Route 4 around the community.  The project will also alleviate interregional traffic on surrounding rural low standard county roads which are now used as defacto through route alternatives, including in and around the community of Murphys.

ENCOURAGE RURAL FUNDING PARTNERSHIPS

This project directly and fully meets the Rural Funding Partnership ITIP theme.  It is one of four projects included in the STIP pooled funding agreement between Alpine, Amador, and Calaveras counties ("Three County MOU") which has its origin with the 1996 STIP cycle.  This three county group has been the trailblazer on multi-county rural funding partnerships.

The agreement requests that 25 percent of the total cost of this package of four STIP projects be paid through ITIP funds.  The other 75 percent of project costs will be paid through RTIP.  The level of funding requested for the Angels Expressway in the 2004 ITIP would provide the 25 percent IIP funding level for the total cost of the four projects.  Two of the other three projects are 100% funded through pooled RTIP, were fully funded in the 2002 STIP cycle, and will begin construction this spring.  The SR 88 Cooks/Hams Passing Lane project was programmed and funded through pooled RTIP and was to be funded in the 2002 STIP cycle, but has been postponed for funding in the 2004 STIP cycle. This project will be RTL and placed on the CTC Agenda in April 2004 and then placed on the pending list for construction allocation, hopefully in FY 04/05.

It should be noted that this same three county group has also agreed to proceed with a second MOU to continue pooling their STIP projects for three "new start" projects.  These three projects have been postponed due to the current financial situation.  The "Tri-Counties" are proposing that 75 percent of the total cost of these three future projects be paid for with RTIP and are requesting that the remainder be funded through ITIP. 

The Angels Expressway project will provide significant interregional benefits for travel to a heavy tourist/recreational area, contributing to the economic well being and quality of life of the State.
