PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:
Highway 120 is on the National Highway System (NHS) and is a gateway to recreational and tourist destinations in the Central Sierras, including Yosemite National Park.  It is heavily used for recreational and interregional travel, particularly during the peak tourist season.  The purpose of the proposed Oakdale Expressway is to reduce traffic congestion on SR-120, and SR-120 and SR-108 in dowtown Oakdale, improve safety on SR-120 in the Oakdale vicinity, and promote completion of the SR-120 system.

Project Need:

This is a now need project.  Traffic congestion occurs on SR-120 in central Oakdale during weekday peak periods.  The problem is particularly chronic at the SR-120/108 intersection in the center of the city.  Substantial back-ups radiating from this intersection occurs daily with traffic spreading onto the surrounding local street system.  The problem becomes acute during peak recreation periods on the SR-120 portion, particularly on holidays and weekends.  During these periods traffic can be backed-up for two or more miles for extended periods, completely gridlocking the community.

Project Purpose:

The project would relieve congestion due to interregional traffic on SR-120 during the peak travel season.  It will substantially improve the quality of life for Oakdale residents.  It will reduce the number of accidents on Highway 120 through central Oakdale. It also removes the most extensive bottleneck on a 100+ mile extended section of SR-120, from east of Highway 99 to the Central Sierras.

ITSP FOCUS ROUTE.

This is a grand-fathered ITIP project and is on the Department's long standing project list. There has been significant progress on the project over the past 18 months including:

Approval of the final EIR/EIS on 9/4/2002 by FHWA.

PS&E is 90% complete. Final processing remaining is HQ OE processing.

All 74 parcels required for the project are appraised. 20 of the parcels required have been purchased

STANCOG has indicated a willingness to provide a portion of the additional funding needed for the project.

Regional and local support continues to be strong for this project as it proceeds forward. 

LIVEABLE COMMUNITIES

STANCOG is an administering agency for the Interregional Parntership (IRP), which addresses strategic growth issues between Santa Clara, Alameda, Contra Costa, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin Counties.  The IRP, which was given specific authority through special legislation is creating "ten opportunity zones", five job focused zones in the Valley, and five housing focused zones in the Bay Area.  In addition, the IRP group is developing a high powered GIS tool for development of coordinated strategic growth strategies by the five counties, and a tool box to analyze specific local growth proposals in a multi-county context.

The City of Oakdale has been an excellent partner with STANCOG and Caltrans to interrelate general and specific area plans with the Regional Transportation Plan and Transportation Concept Reports.  The City has ensured items such as corridor preservation, setbacks, appropriate access locations, and local circulation elements are closely coordinated with and compliment Regional and State Transportation Plans.

STANCOG has coordinated a partnership with Caltrans, three cities, and the County to jointly plan a proposed new alignment on a STIP job which coordinates highway capacity use, future growth, and joint project financing (the SR-108 STIP "Red Team").  This team will significantly improve land use/transportation decisions in the corridor.

STANCOG is requiring access management provisions on conventional highway STIP jobs and is requiring regional fee contributions for other STIP projects to ensure coordination with local development and reduce cumulative impacts.

INNOVATIVE FINANCE

The City of Oakdale has established development  fee mechanisms which are used to help finance improvements on the highway system which are impacted by growth. This financing mechanism also responds to the STANCOG Congestion Management Program.
