PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need  for the Project:
This improvement is on a Focus Route, is consistent with the Gateway Development Program, and is a now need.  It is one of two STIP projects through central Stockton which will upgrade SR 99 to a six lane freeway and alleviate operational problems due to non-standard access features.  Although in an urban area, over 20% of ADT is trucks.  The project is cost-effective due to median widening.  SR-99 links all major urban areas and is the most important route in the San Joaquin Valley.

Project Need:

This 1950’s vintage segment of freeway operates at LOS F, during peak periods with traffic volumes projected to dramatically outstrip capacity within 10 years.  Poor access results in accident concentrations at interchanges.  The combination of non-standard geometrics and heavy volume of trucks significantly constrains capacity.

Project Purpose:

This project will alleviate congestion, improve safety, and significantly enhance freight movement and access to directly adjacent warehousing, industrial and intermodal sites. It also removes a bottleneck to interregional traffic through the Stockton area.  Combined with the STIP project immediately to the south it will create a full six lane freeway section through the City of Stockton.

Key segment of ITSP Focus Route.

Improves linkage to Truck System on SR 4, SR 26 and SR 88, all within the project limits whose connections to SR 99 will be improved by the project.

Significantly benefits the heavy concentration of truck movements in the corridor.

Key Global Gateways Corridor.

Directly benefits connections to two intermodal facilities, major industrial uses in Stockton and the SR 99 connection to the Port of Stockton (4 miles west) via the SR 4 Crosstown Freeway.

Regarding Liveable Communities, SJCOG has been lead agency to develop the San Joaquin County Habitat Management Plan.  This is the first county-wide multi-species habitat plan in the United States.

SJCOG operates the Demand Management Program in San Joaquin and Stanislaus Counties and has used Measure K funding to significantly expand Park and Ride facilities adjacent to State highways.

The largest single share of Measure K funding in their 20 year Strategic Plan has gone to transit.  SJCOG has been instrumental, with over a $60 million dollar investment, to start and expand ACE and create an interregional bus system to the Bay Area, Sacramento and Stanislaus Counties over several routes.  These routes include congested State corridors

Over 40% of this project is being paid for through local Measure K funds.

SJCOG is an administering agency for the Interregional Partnership (IRP) which addresses strategic growth issues between Santa Clara, Alameda, Contra Costa, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin Counties.  The IRP which was created and has been given specific authority through special registration is creating 10 "Opportunity Zones"- 5 job related zones in the Valley.  5 housing focused zones in the Bay Area.  In addition, the IRP group is developing a high powered super-regional GIS tool for development of coordinated strategic growth strategies by the five counties and a tool box to analyze specific local growth proposal in a multi-county context.

INNOVATIVE FINANCING

SJCOG has an existing regional development fee covering roadways on the congestion  system, including State highways.  SJCOG is in the proecess of updating and expanding this program.
