PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need  for the Project:
This is a TCRP project which includes the sponsorship and financial involvement of two regional agencies, StanCOG and SJCOG.  The project is in the central portion of the broader 132 corridor which runs between SR- 99 and I-5 (18 miles).  It is, therefore, strategically located to provide passing opportunities, break up queues and alleviate the mix of cars recreational vehicles and trucks predominate on this highway, reducing the potential for frustrated drivers to make inappropriate maneuvers.  It provides an anchor  for extension of the four lane divided expressway section to the east (see three related candidate and programmed projects).

The SR-132 corridor west of Modesto is in the same traffic shed as SR-99, I-205, and SR-120, a FOCUS, ITSP/Global Gateway and High Emphasis Interregional route respectively, for east-west movement across the Valley with access to the Bay Area.  Each of the above routes has physical or other constraints within the area of contiguous routing.  Substantial investment and system management is needed within this corridor, with SR-132 a linchpin improvement need benefiting the full corridor.
Project Need:

Through the project limits, SR-132 is a two lane conventional highway serving a mix of inter-regional and commute traffic with a significant freight component (16% trucks).  Heaviest travel periods are weekends.  The highway currently operates at LOS E with few passing opportunitiesdue to the volume of traffic.  The route is projected to be significantly over capacity within 10 years.  There have been 76 fatalities on SR-132 between SR-99 and I-5 in less than a decade.

Project Purpose:

This project will:

Provide a centrally located passing opportunity in the 18 mile corridor which will provide significant benefits by breaking up queues and alleviating potential for unsafe passing maneuvers.

Resolve capacity issues within the project limits.

Significantly enhance traffic safety.

Move towards full upgrade of SR-132 to expressway status from I-5 to SR-99 (includes three other projects, one other of which is programmed and includes TCRP funds).

Benefit travel conditions in the broader corridor including contiguous portions of SR-99, I-205, and SR-120.

Provide significant benefit for goods movement (industry representatives indicate that SR-132 would receive substantially increased use because of its strategic location and routing if upgraded to a four lane divided facility).

REDUCE CONGESTION

This ITIP request will be combined with TCRP and RTIP funding from both StanCOG and SJCOG to fund the PS & E and R/W support phases.  This permits risk design and preliminary R/W activities for potential early acquisition to proceed in FY 03-04 creating the potential for the project schedule to be advanced.

Project scope is straight forward, with no structures involved  and is in a rural, undeveloped setting.

COMPLETE ITSP FOCUS ROUTES

As noted in project purpose, this project directly benefits contiguous portions of a Focus Route (SR-99) and ITSP Gateway/Global Gateway connection (I-205/I-580 Altamont Corridor) and is a more cost-effective investment serving the same travel shed across the Central Valley and to/from Bay Area.

REDUCE CONGESTION AND PROMOTE LIVABLE COMMUNITIES

Project is contiguous to two TCRP Projects within SR-132 Corridor and with these TCRP projects serves the overall intent of upgrading SR-132 to four lane expressway between I-5 and SR-99.

Integrated land use and transportation planning practices: StanCOG is an administering agency and integrally involved in the legislatively established 5-County Interregional Partnership (IRP) which includes San Joaquin, Stanislaus, Alameda, Contra Costa and Santa Clara Counties.  The IRP is taking innovative steps to develop a 5-County strategic growth strategy, undertake a pilot jobs-housing project through creation of housing opportunity zones in the Bay Area and jobs opportunity zones in the Central Valley, and through a high powered GIS system create a new mechanism for partner counties to address individual growth proposals within the five county area.

RTPA has established an effective planning process that coordinates development:

- StanCOG is requiring access management provisions on conventional highway STIP-jobs and requiring regional fee contributions for other STIP jobs including on the SR-132 corridor to coordinate with local development and reduce cumulative impacts.  As part of  

an MIS for the 132 corridor between SR-99 and I-5 (completed in 2000) StanCOG coordinated agreements with SJCOG and San Joaquin and Stanislaus Counties to reduce the number of planned public road connections to SR-132, reducing the potential for inappropriate growth proposals.  This action was strongly supported by the Resource Agencies and Sierra Club, which participated in the MIS.

- StanCOG has coordinated a partnership with Caltrans, three cities and the County to jointly plan a proposed new alignment on a STIP job which coordinates highway capacity use, future growth and joint project financing (the SR-108 STIP "Red Team"). This team will significantly improve land use/transportation decisions in the corridor.

IMPROVE GOODS

-  This project creates an enhanced route for freight within the broader Central Valley to Altamont  Pass corridor which improves safety and operations for freight movement and benefits ITSP/Global Gateway development.

  -  Reduces delay and improves reliability for truck movement within the broader corridor.

RTPA has developed a Regional Goods Movement Plan:  StanCOG along with all the Valley RTPA's has developed a goods movement plan compatible with The ITSP and Global Gateways Development Program.  The Valley goods movement plan expressly identifies the need to improve SR-132 between SR-99 and I-5 and the SR-132/I-580 

connection as one of the highest priorities to benefit goods movement in the Valley.

RURAL PARTNERSHIPS

Both StanCOG and SJCOG are sponsors and financial  participants in this project and each has made it a priority for improvement.
