PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need  for the Project:
This project is being jointly proposed by Districts 4 and 10. It improves the ITSP Gateway, and meets the Global Gateway Development Program under several criteria. The I-205/580 Altamont Pass is the most important transportation connection between the Central Valley and Bay Area. It is a critical route for interregional and recreational travel and is the top priority link for commerce and freight movement for these two regions of the State. Although the corridor has high overall volumes (currently 123,000 ADT), 14% to 20% of this total is trucks. The ability to move freight in a reliable and efficient manner is vital to the concentrated warehouse, distribution, logistics uses, and to the Port of Stockton as well as to truck/rail intermodal facilities located within close proximity of the eastern base of the Altamont Pass. 80% of manufactured goods produced in San Joaquin County are moved through this corridor.

Project Need:

Altamont Pass is a 3-4% extended grade westbound, and is currently operting over capacity. Operational conflicts for slower moving trucks merging with higher speed vehicles also exist in the vicinity of the 205/580 interchange, at the initial point of ascent on the grade. Freight intended for just-in-time delivery whose product relies on the added value of speed in delivery, or which needs to be at the Port of Oakland when the gates open, find ever increasing congestion and incident related back-ups a major liability when moving through the corridor. Ten year travel projections for the Altamont Pass indicate significant, extended peak period congestion, with extreme prolonged congestion anticipated beyond this period. Year 2025 projected traffic volumes are estimated to be over 280,000 ADT with a high percentage of  trucks.   Over half the accidents on the westbound Altamont Grade are truck related. Continuing this project in the program is critical to the preservation of right of way, especially in the Mountain House area of San Joaquin County.

Project Purpose:

This project is the second stage of the planned improvements, which taken together will fully separate trucks for the length of the westbound climb and over the Altamont Pass. This facility will fully avoid operational conflicts due to merging traffic at the I-205/580 interchange, and allow trucks to separately navigate the 3-4% extended grade. The two lane facility allows faster moving trucks to pass slower freight haulers which have the greatest difficulty climbing the grade, and is also needed based on the heavy volume of trucks accessing the Bay Area on this route. The project is the largest of the three phases of the truck separator facility, potentially extending from the San Joaquin Valley to Greenville Road, relieving congestion for the entire Atamont section of I-205/I-580. It resolves a major choke point for freight in this priority gateway

IMPROVES GOODS  MOVEMENT WITHIN GATEWAYS

- Project is fully consistent and directly implements both the ITSP Gateway and Global Gateways Development Program. It meets Global Gateway priorities for an interregional corridor, highway related access, operational need and seaport/terminal access improvements.

-  It improves safety and removes choke points and reduces people/goods movement conflicts.

- Both the SJCOG and MTC have developed regional goods movement plans consistent with the Global Gateway and ITSP Programs. Each regional plan identifies the Altamont Truck separator and climbing facility as a key improvement.

- Directly benefits movement from freight intensive land use, concentrations as described in the Purpose and Need statement.

REDUCE CONGESTION AND PROMOTE LIVABLE COMMUNITIES

- SJCOG is lead agency with Bay Area agencies for the Interregional Partnership (IRP), which addresses strategic growth issues between Santa Clara, Alameda, Contra Costa, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin Counties. The IRP, which was given specific authority through special legislation is creating “10 opportunity zones”, 5 job focused zones in the Valley and 5 housing focused zones in the Bay Area. In addition, the IRP group is developing a high powered GIS tool for development of coordinated strategic growth strategies by the five counties, and a tool box to analyze specific local growth proposals in a multi-county context.

- Both regions operate large demand management programs and make significant investments in these programs.

- MTC is the State leader in promoting housing and mixed use development around transit stations and making significant investments of transportation funds to create these improvements.

- SJCOG has been the lead agency to develop the San Joaquin County Habitat Management Plan, the first county-wide, multi-species habitat plan in the United States. It will be extensively used for transportation projects in this corridor. 

- Caltrans has been actively working on an advance planning process to address the San Joaquin Kit Fox in the Altamont Corridor including the advance development of  avoidance and mitigation strategies.

- The largest share of San Joaquin County Measure K funding in the 20 year strategic plan has gone to transit. SJCOG has been instrumental with over a $60 million investment, to start and expend ACE and create an interregional bus system to the Bay Area, Sacramento, and Stanislaus Counties.  ACE directly benefits the 40 mile Altamont corridor between I-5 and I-680.  The interregional bus service operates along congested State routes.
