This project completes the 4 to 6 lane widening of I-205, from I-580 in Alameda County to I-5.  The first 3.5 miles from I-580 to Eleventh Street in Tracy was completed in 1999.  This project includes widening of the eastbound to northbound flyover connection from I-205 to I-5 which then directly connects to an additional TCRP project to widen I-5 in the northbound direction.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need  for the Project:
This is a TCRP project, part of an ITSP Gateway and consistent with Global Gateway priorities.  I-205 is part of the Altamont Pass Corridor which is the most important link between the Bay Area and Central Valley.  The route handles substantial interregional and freight traffic. I-205 has experienced significant growth in travel demand over the past decade.

Project Need:

This portion of I-205 is experiencing severe traffic congestion with existing LOS F1+ during peak weekday periods and recurring congestion on weekends.  This adversely effects freight and interregional traffic as well as commuters.  ADT is 81,000 and projected at 140,000 in 18 years.

Project Purpose:

The candidate project would resolve the severe congestion problem for the multiple types of traffic using the highway, substantially benefiting this gateway facility and completing I-205 to six lanes from I-580 to I-5 (the first 3.5 miles was completed in 1999).

It will also significantly improve travel reliability within the corridor.

REDUCE CONGESTION

SJCOG is prepared to provide a substantial contribution of RTIP to move this project to construction.

TCRP funds would be used for construction; other phases are fully funded.

LIVABLE COMMUNITIES

SJCOG is a lead administering agency for the Interregional Partnership (IRP) which addresses strategic growth issues between Santa Clara, Alameda, Contra Costa, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin Counties.  The IRP, which was given specific authority through special legislation, is creating 10 "opportunity zones," 5 job focused zones in the Valley and 5 housing focused zones in the Bay Area.  In addition, the IRP Group is developing a high powered superregional GIS tool for development of coordinated strategic growth strategies by the five counties and a tool box to analyze specific local growth proposals in a multi-county context.

SJCOG has been the lead agency to develop the San Joaquin County Habitat Management Plan, the first county-wide multi-speices Habitat Plan in the United States.  The Habitat Plan is being utilized directly on this project.

The largest single share of Measure K sales tax funding in the 20 year Strategic Plan  (SJCOG is also the LTA) has gone to transit.  SJCOG has been instrumental with over a $60 million investment to start and expand ACE and create an interregional bus system to the Bay Area, Sacramento, and Stanislaus counties. ACE particularly benefits the I-205/I-580 corridor.

SJCOG funds and operates "commute connection," the transportation demand management program in San Joaquin and Stanislaus counties.  This program is particularly active in the I-205 corridor. SJCOG also funds and operates Park and Ride lots though Measure K and opened a 500 space Park and Ride lot (potentially the largest in the San Joaquin Valley) at I-205 and Grantline Road last year.

IMPROVE GOODS MOVEMENT

This project is at a strategic global gateway location as part of the Altamont Pass Corridor linking the Bay Area and San Joaquin Valley.  It directly or indirectly meets all six criteria for Global Gateway priorities, particularly for an interregional corridor, highway related access, and operational needs.

Directly benefit movement to and from freight intensive land use concentrations of warehouse/distribution logistics centers and two truck rail intermodal facilities within close proximity of the Altamont Pass.

ITSP FOCUS ROUTES

This project improves an ITSP Gateway and Global Gateway Priority Corridor.

It completes the six lane widening of I-205 from I-580 to I-5.

INNOVATIVE FINANCE

SJCOG has in place a regional developer fee program for all roadways included in its Congestion Management Program, including State highways.  This program is in the process of being updated and expanded.
