Project Description:
Design and construct a bus terminal and parking garage at the Emeryville Amtrak Station.  Upon completion of the parking garage, a multiple housing project will be constructed on top of the parking garage for 100 to 150 residential units.

Project Scope:
It is anticipated that the parking garage (four ground floors and a basement) will provide a total of approximately 660 parking spaces, including approximately 130 spaces for the residential and approximately 530 stalls for the public, including Amtrak passengers.  The project provides for nine bus loading stations at the garage leading to an additional four bus loading stations at the Amtrak station.  The housing project element would require the removal of contaminated soil at an estimated cost of $8 million to $10 million and right-of-way costs of approximately $500,000.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose and Need for the Project:
A public parking garage and a bus terminal are proposed for construction at the Emeryville Amtrak Station.  The project will improve bus transfers between Amtrak intercity trains and local and feeder bus service and increase parking availability for rail patrons, thereby enhancing ridership and revenues and improving the overall quality and reliability of train service along the Capitol and San Joaquin Corridors.

Project Need:

The Emeryville Amtrak Station is one of the ten busiest train stations in the country.  Activity at the station will increase over the next several years due to increases in daily round trips planned for the San Joaquin and Capitol Corridor trains.  Currently, buses, taxis, and vehicles dropping off and picking up passengers crowd the curbs in front of the station.  Parking is inadequate and will get worse as train ridership increases.

Project Purpose:

The agencies involved in this project anticipate increased passenger volume along this rail corridor and have identified the need for more efficient transfer between trains and buses, and more parking for rail patrons.  They have developed preliminary plans that accommodate the projected increase in passenger volume.

The parking lot at the Emeryville Amtrak Station experiences high occupancy, especially when weekend ski packages are offered by Amtrak.  In consideration of the shortage of parking for businesses in the area, more parking is required to ensure that rail passengers have room.

Both the San Joaquin and Capitol Corridor trains are served by the Emeryville Amtrak Station.  Both routes have plans to increase daily round trips over the next few years.  The increase in passenger rail services will have positive benefits in improving air quality and relieving congestion on the regional highway network.
