PROJECT INFORMATION

Purpose & Need for the Project:
The purpose and need for the new siding (Belmont) and siding extension (Fig Garden) is to allow both existing and future passenger train and freight train rail traffic to move more efficiently with Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway’s (BNSF) San Joaquin Corridor. 

Project Need:

The new facilities will enhance the ability of passenger trains to meet daily schedules along the San Joaquin Corridor, particularly when entering and exiting the areas around the City of Fresno and the Fresno Amtrak Station.

Project Purpose:

Once the new siding track is installed, the total siding track available for storage of trains moving north and south on BNSF’s San Joaquin Corridor will be 5.37 miles.  This improvement is not related to any increase in train traffic.  Its purpose is to allow more efficient movement of trains along the corridor, regardless of the amount of train traffic.
