This resolution allocates a total of $480,720 in State funds for two (2) EEM projects included in the
approved project list at an estimated cost of $886,220 including $405,500 from other sources.

The statute mandates the Resources Agency to evaluate proposals and the Commission to award grants

to fund proposals recommended by the Resource Agency. The 2001/02 EEM Program was adopted at
the July 11-12, 2001 Commission meeting.
