The Department of Transportation (Department) recommends the California Transportation Commission
(Commission) approve the following Resolution amendment, in accordance with the attached vote list,
for two projects funded from Proposition 116 Non-Urban Counties Program funds.

FINANCIAL RESOLUTION
Resolved That:

1.1 WHEREAS, the electorate enacted both Proposition 108, the Passenger Rail and Clean Air Bond
Act of 1990, and Proposition 116, the Clean Air and Transportation Improvement Bond Act of
1990 in the June, 1990, authorizing the sale of general obligation rail bonds for rail transit
purposes, and

1.2 WHEREAS, on May 11, 2000 the California Transportation Commission (Commission) approved
Resolution BFP-99-15, which alocated a total of $6,300 to the County of Plumas for the purchase
of anew trangit vehicle, and

1.3 WHEREAS, the County of Plumas and Plumas Local Transportation Commission concluded, due

to error on FTA 5310 application, resulting in grant match denial, the FTA fund grant isto be
resubmitted and the $6,300 de allocated until the FTA 5310 has been approved,and

1.4 WHEREAS, on March 31,1998 the California Transportation Commission (Commission)
approved Resolution BFP-97-25, which allocated a total of $396,304 to the City of Vallgo for the
designing and constructing public ferry dock at Fisherman’s Wharf in San Francisco, and

1.5 WHEREAS, the City of Vallgo and the Metropolitan Transportation Commission concluded,
funds in the amount of $152,000 for Environmental and Design will be allocated at thistime. The
remaining amount of $244,304 will be allocated at a future date, and
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1.6 WHEREAS, on June 8, 1999 the California Transportation Commission (Commission) approved
Resolution BFP-98-30, which alocated a total of $211,660 to the City of Arroyo Grande for the
Paulding Middle School Bikeway, and

1.7 WHEREAS, the City of Arroyo Grande and the San Luis Obispo County of Governments
concluded, scope change necessary due to alteration of alignment.
