1.1 WHEREAS the Traffic Congestion Relief Act of 2000 (herein after referred to as
“statute”), which was established by Chapters 91 (AB 2928) and 656 (SB 1662) of the
Statutes of 2000, establishes the Traffic Congestion Relief Program, providing $5.39
billion for projects throughout the State of California to reduce traffic congestion, provide
for safe and efficient movement of goods, and provide system connectivity; and

1.2 WHEREAS in accordance with Government Code Section  14556.11 the California
Transportation Commission (Commission) has adopted guidelines, in consultation with
the Department of Transportation (Department) and regional agencies, to implement the
Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP); and

1.3 WHEREAS the statute and guidelines require applicants to specify full and complete
project applications, including scope, cost and schedule, financial plans and funding
sources; and

1.4 WHEREAS the Commission, with assistance from the Department, is required by statute
to review and approve applications for TCRP projects that meet the requirements in
statute and guidelines; and

1.5 WHEREAS the Commission, with assistance from the Department, has reviewed
submitted TCRP project applications, and subsequent clarifications and revisions, and
determined they comply with the statute and guidelines.
