The meeting of the California Transportation Commission was called to order at 8:05 a.m. on May 26, 2005, at the
Department of Water Resources, Auditorium First Floor, 1416 9" Street, Sacramento, California.

2. e Approval of Minutes for April 13-14, 2005 Meeting 1.2

Chair Tavaglione presented the April 13-14, 2005 Minutes for approval. Commissioner Ghielmetti moved to
approve the minutes. Commissioner Bergeson seconded the motion, which carried 5-0. (Commissioners
Hallisey, Lindsey and Torres were absent)

3. e Commission Reports 1.3

Commissioner Lawrence reported on his involvement in public private partnership meetings and gave examples
of Chicago Skyway sale and other creative financing projects.

Executive Director Diane C. Eidam announced that a Workshop will be held on June 16, 2005 from 1 p.m. until 4
p.m. to discuss allocation capacity, allocation criteria, and draft 2006 STIP guidelines relating to the Performance
Measures that are under development.
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Executive Director Diane C. Eidam mentioned a meeting, to be held on June 9, 2005, on the two-tiered 2006
STIP strategy. Invitations to attend this meeting were sent to the Executive Directors for the transportation
agencies.

There were no other reports.

4, o Commissioners’ Meetings for Compensation 1.4

The List of Commissioners’ Meetings for Compensation was presented for April and May 2005. Commissioner
Lawrence moved to approve both the Lists with amendments. Commissioner Ghielmetti seconded the motion,
which carried 6-0. (Commissioners Hallisey and Torres were absent.)

5. ¢ Report by Agency Secretary and/or Deputy Secretary 1.5
Commissioner Tavaglione welcomed John Barna to the Business Transportation and Housing Agency staff.

John Barna said that he’s glad to be back and he will be reporting for the Secretary who’s with the Governor in
San Jose. Mr. Barna is interested in the issue of how to put the Proposition 42 funds to work. Agency has been
working with the Department and regions on the Federal Reauthorization. Mr. Barna congratulated the winners of
the Tranny awards, with special recognition to the first TEA project winner, and recognized Stephen Maller, Greg
Albright, Steve Price and David Grannis for their work on the TEA project.

CALTRANS REPORT (#6-16)
6. ¢ Report by Caltrans’ Director and/or Deputy Director 1.6

Cindy McKim reported for the Department. Ms. McKim announced the appointment of Bimla Rhinehart as Chief
of the Division of Right of Way. Caltrans won the 2005 FHWA Environmental Excellence award for their Bubble
Curtain. The Disabled Business Program reached a milestone. Will Kempton, Caltrans Director, is working on
contracts between Headquarters and the Districts. Ms. McKim indicated that the review of the welds on the San
Francisco Oakland Bay Bridge is going well. Ms. McKim also gave a storm damage update.

7. ¢ Informational Report on Emergency G-11 Allocations for  2.5f.(4)
Programmed Projects. Four projects totaling $56,708,000.

Ross Chittenden, Caltrans, reported on ltems 7 and 8 together. A Review of the current storm damage was
presented. Commissioner Tavaglione asked if there was anything that could have waited for Commission
allocation. Mr. Chittenden assured the Commission that the Department needed to proceed with all the projects
on an emergency basis. Commissioner Lindsey asked about the 4 programmed SHOPP projects that had been
in the pipeline for repair. Mr. Chittenden said that if there hadn’t been the storms that the projects would have
come to the Commission for allocation in July. Commissioner Lindsey said that he would assume that by bringing
them in under the delegated emergency allocation process that there would be some kind of advantage. Can the
Department quantify that advantage for him? Ms. McKim replied that in this particular case the Department might
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have made a mistake and that in the future projects will be looked at more closely before an emergency
designation is made. Deputy Director Stephen Maller said that the Department should take care with the
emergency delegations and not use the emergency authority to only bypass Commission action.

Commissioner Lindsey said he would challenge the Department on how an emergency is defined as something
you must do now. If you can get a 30% savings by declaring an emergency then the Department needs to
reevaluate the entire allocation process. Ross Chittenden replied that in this case there was about $8 million in
savings.

o Prepare a letter to Commissioners and staff explaining the process and savings realized
on the four programmed SHOPP projects allocated by the Department using emergency
authority.

9. e Caltrans Monthly FY 2004-05 Finance Report and 3.1
Revised Cash Flow Report

Norma Ortega, Caltrans, reviewed the Department’s monthly finance report in light of the Governor's May Budget
Revision, new developments regarding Proposition 42 and reduced revenues from the tribal gaming proposal. A
review of the Public Transportation Account was given and the proposal to restore TIF funds will cause an
adjustment. TCRF program also will be positively impacted by the Proposition 42 developments. The Federal
Transportation Act has not yet passed. Ms. Ortega reviewed all the uncertainties associated with the cash flow
report. Commissioner Ghielmetti asked about the sales tax on gas and that with the cost of gas being so high
shouldn’t the tax amount be going up? Ms. Ortega said that the Department of Finance (DOF) does take that into
account.

Commissioner Lindsey asked about the $50 million in Caltrans support efficiency savings identified in the budget.
Ms. Ortega said that the $50 million efficiency is factored into the Department’s support budget but the freed-up
cash then is transferred from support to capital outlay. Commissioner Lindsey also inquired about the average
cash balance running at $300 million more than the agreed upon prudent cash balance of $300 million. Ms.
Ortega indicated that the winter storm damage repair projects would use up the cash. Commissioner Lindsey
said that the winter storm repair is not new on the horizon and in theory the $300 million to repair the damage
should be accounted for in the cash forecast already. Ms. Ortega said that in April they did not assume the $300
million but only about $100 - $150 million. Commissioner Lindsey asked why.

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10. e Status Report on Previously Approved GARVEE 3.6

Projects Not Yet Awarded

Ross Chittenden, Caltrans, reviewed all projects awarded to construction, and reviewed the expenditures and
interest.

Gary Gallegos, SANDAG, reviewed the I-15 managed lanes Project. Commissioner Lindsey said that when the
Commission went to sell bonds that it was represented that certain projects would be completed and now they’re
not. Now it appears that Mr. Gallegos is saying that they will be done. Mr. Gallegos explained that with the
record rains there were delays, however, he expects to get it all done.

Terry Abbott, Caltrans, reported on balance reduction and that the current balance is estimated at $76 million.

12. e Local Assistance Quarterly Lump Sum Allocation Status 3.8
Report for FY 2004-05

Terry Abbott, Caltrans, reviewed the item saying things are on track for using the entire $1.1 billion allocation
even though through March 2005 only $335 million or 30% of the allocation has been expended. Commissioner
Tavaglione asked if the $1.1 billion is good for one year or can it be expended over 4 years. Mr. Abbott said it is
good for one year only. Commissioner Lindsey added that to allocate $1.1 billion and only spend 30% that funds
are being tied up, and maybe $1.1 billion is too much to tie up. Mr. Abbott responded that in the last five years
the locals have used all of their funds.

13. e FY 2004-05 3" Quarter Project Delivery Report 3.9

Karla Sutliff, Caltrans, reported this FY the Department’s planned delivery for the SHOPP and STIP is $1.6 billion.
Ms. Sutliff reviewed the statistics and said that most of the Department’s delivery is scheduled for the last quarter
of the FY. Ms Sultliff indicated the Department’s delivery will level out in the future. She also reported that Right
of Way expenditures are lower than expected and $20 million of the $180 million right of way allocation was
converted to construction. Commissioner Lindsey noted that 15 environmental carryover documents are not
delivered and may be carried over for a 2 year. Ms. Sutliff said that she will review and report back on the
environmental carryover documents during the next delivery report. Commissioner Lindsey asked what Caltrans
was doing to ensure that scarce funds are not being wasted on environmental documents for projects that are not
proceeding. How is Caltrans screening out the laggards? Jay Norvell, Caltrans Environmental Chief, indicated
that Caltrans is looking into it and will report on it at a future meeting.

14. e FY 2004-05 3™ Quarter Rail Operations Report 3.10

Bill Bronte, Caltrans, reviewed the ridership in total as compared to last year. Mr. Bronte discussed the statewide
revenues and expenses. Both are up. Statewide farebox has dropped from 42.4% to 39%, the storms impact on
service was discussed, and passenger miles per train mile have dropped. Commissioner Lindsey asked whether
it was advisable to continue to run midday trains with low ridership and Mr. Bronte responded that they reviewed
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the schedules and ridership but sometimes those runs were required to have trains in the right place for other
trips.

15. e 2004 4™ Quarter Seismic Safety Retrofit Report 3.11

Karla Sutliff, Caltrans, reported that the Phase 2 Seismic Retrofit Program is 98% complete, with 8 bridges under
construction and 8 in design. Ms. Sultliff indicated 5 of the 8 bridges under construction will be completed in 2005
and the remaining 3 in 2006. Ms. Sutliff further noted that 5 of the bridges in design will be ready for construction
in 2005, one in 2007 and the remaining two will go to construction in 2008. Commissioner Lindsey asked why the
report that was due in December came in May. Ms. Sutliff responded that the requirement had changed from
annual report to a quarterly report. Commissioner Bergeson asked what the status of the state match for local
projects is. Deputy Director Stephen Maller said that there isn’t a state match for local seismic projects.

16. e 2004 4™ Quarter Toll Bridge Seismic Retrofit Report 3.12

Dan McElhinney, Caltrans, reviewed the status of the Toll Bridges. He discussed the west approach to the
SFOBB in San Francisco, the schedule of all the remaining bridges, and reviewed the east span SFOBB
contracts.

Celia McAdam, Regional Transportation Planning Agencies Moderator, said that the Proposition 42 looked like
good news. The Executive Directors are looking forward to the June 9" follow-up meeting on the 2-tiered STIP.
Ms. McAdam reported that the May meeting is her last meeting as moderator and that the new moderator will be
Steve Vandenburgh.

The direct sale was proposed under the provisions of Section 118.1 of the Streets and Highways Code, which
specifies that commercial real property acquired for a state highway, but no longer required for that purpose, shall
first be offered for sale at its current market value to the occupant renting or leasing the property under the terms
of the rental or lease agreement. It further specifies that, to establish fair market value, the Department (Caltrans)
shall obtain at least two independent appraisals.

George Spanos, Deputy Attorney General and Legal Counsel to the Commission, reviewed his letter of guidance
to the Commission regarding interpretation of the Streets and Highways Code. Mr. Spanos explained his analysis
of “commercial property” and legislative intent regarding the requirement for two independent appraisals.
Commissioner Lawrence asked if there were two independent appraisals completed. Ms Rhinehart replied that
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yes, they do have them. Mr. Spanos said that he understands that the Department has the appraisals; however,
the Commission doesn’t have them.

Commissioner Ghielmetti asked how residential was defined. Ms. Lucille Baca, Attorney for Caltrans, stated the
properties were residential at time they were acquired in the 1970’s, that the properties were zoned commercial in
the 1980’s and that they remained commercial when this tenancy came into existence.
