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RECOMMENDATION: 

 
The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends that the California 
Transportation Commission (Commission) acknowledge the receipt of three allocation requests 
totaling $40,322,000 in new Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) funding.  However, due to 
TCRP funding constraints, the allocation requests should be deferred until additional funds become 
available.
