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RECOMMENDATION: 

 

The California Department of Transportation recommends the California Transportation 

Commission (Commission) amend Resolution CMIA-A-1112-003 to de-allocate $29,059,000 in 

Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA) funds from the US 101 Auxiliary 

Lanes from State Route (SR) 85 to Embarcadero Road project (PPNO 0483I) in Santa Clara County, 

thereby reducing the original CMIA construction capital allocation of $73,850,000 to $44,791,000, 

to reflect contract award savings. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

 

At its August 2011 meeting, the Commission approved Resolution CMIA-A-1112-003 allocating 

$73,850,000 in CMIA construction funds for the US 101 Auxiliary Lanes from SR 85 to 

Embarcadero Road project.  The contract was awarded on November 17, 2011 with CMIA savings 

of $29,059,000.
