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RECOMMENDATION: 
 
The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends the California Transportation 
Commission (Commission) extend the period of contract award for the Proposition 1B Local Bridge 
Seismic Retrofit Account (LBSRA) projects on the attached document. 
 
ISSUE: 
 
The Department sub-allocated $318,281 for the seismic retrofit of six locally-administered  
Proposition 1B LBSRA projects identified on the attachment.  The responsible agencies have been 
unable to award the contracts within six months of sub-allocation.  The attachment describes the details 
of the projects and the explanations for the delays.  The respective agencies are requesting extensions 
and the planning agencies concur. 
 
BACKGROUND: 

 
In May 2008, the Commission adopted the LBSRA Guidelines (Resolution LBS1B-G-0708-001), 
which requires the implementing agency to request a time extension if the project will not be 
awarded within six months of the sub-allocation date.  The LBSRA Guidelines stipulate that the 
Commission may approve a waiver to the timely use of funds deadline one-time only for up to 20 
months.

 The City of Indio (City) is requesting a 12-month time extension to the period of contract award for the South Bound Indio Boulevard bridge project.  
After opening bid packages, it was discovered that all bids were higher than the City’s estimate.  With the bids coming in significantly higher than 
federal and state authorized construction amounts, the City rejected all bids and will re-advertise once additional funds are authorized. 
 
The City received authorization for construction in September 2013 and advertised in November 2013.  Bids were opened and reviewed in  
January 2014.
