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RECOMMENDATION: 
  
The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends the California 
Transportation Commission (Commission) approve extensions to the period of project development 
expenditure for the time periods identified for each project on the attached document. 
 
ISSUE: 
  
The attached list identifies seven locally-administered State Transportation Improvement Program 
(STIP) projects with a total allocation of $952,000.  The Commission allocated the funds in Fiscal 
Year 2011-12 for project development phases, as shown on the attachment.  The local agencies 
cannot meet their deadlines prior to project deadlines.  The attachment shows the details of the 
projects and the explanations for the delays.   
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Current STIP Guidelines, Resolution G-13-07, stipulate that funds allocated for local project 
development or right-of-way costs must be expended by the end of the second fiscal year following 
the fiscal year in which the funds were allocated.  The Commission may approve a waiver to the 
timely use of funds deadline one time only for up to 20 months in accordance with Section 14529.8 
of the Government Code. 
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
