Background

As the designated metropolitan planning organization for the Stanislaus region, StanCOG is responsible
for managing state and federal funds through a document called the Federal Transportation
Improvement Program, or FTIP. This document contains the entire list of projects to which state and
federal funds have been awarded through StanCOG, Caltrans, or other grantor agencies. The Policy
Board adopted the latest version of the FTIP on August 11, 2004. Occasionally, this document must be
amended to add new projects, modify project descriptions or funding amounts, change program-funding
year, or delete projects.

Recommendation
Hold a public hearing, and if appropriate, by RESOLUTION, adopt Amendment #14 to the 2004 Federal
Transportation Improvement Program.

ADD THE FOLLOWING PROJECTS:

State Transportation Improvement Program — T ransportation Enhancements (STIP-TE)

City of Turlock, Golden State Blvd from Christofferson Parkway to Roberts and from

Roberts to Monte Vista Avenue - Landscape Medians; Program $39,000 ($32,000 Federal/
$7,000 Local) STIP-TE funds for the Preliminary Engineering phase of the projects. These funds are
currently programmed in the STIP-TE Reserves for the FFY 05/06.

City of Turlock, Countryside Drive from Tuolumne Road to Fulkerth Road - Landscape
Median; Program $5,000 ($3,000 Federal/ $2,000 Local) STIP-TE funds for the Preliminary
Engineering phase of the project. These funds are currently programmed in the STIP-TE Reserves for
the FFY 05/06.

These projects program reserve funds to specific projects and do not affect the financial constraint of
the FTIP.
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Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) Program

City of Modesto, Intersection of Dale Road and Kiernan Avenue, Intersection Improvements;
This is a replacement project for CML-5059 (139). Programs de-obligated funds, $350,000 ($320,000
Fed/ $30,000 Local) from the prior project to this project in the 06/07 FFY.

AMEND THE FOLLOWING PROJECTS:

City of Modesto, Arterial Roundabouts @ 2 Locations [CML-5059 (119)]

Add $401,738 ($355,658 Fed/$46,080 Local) Construction funds in FFY 04/05 (transferred from
canceled and amended projects (Dale Road — Construct Right Turn Lane & Construct New Traffic
Signals Downtown) programmed for FFY 04/05.

City of Modesto, Construct New Traffic Signals Downtown [CML-5059 (121)]

Reduce Construction funds by $171,739 ($152,040 Fed/$19,699 Local) and transfer this same
amount to CML-5059 (119). This project is reduced in scope to One Signal and remains fully funded
with this change.

City of Waterford, Signalize Intersection of F Street & SR 132 [CML-5406 (006)]
Add $192,025 ($170,000 Fed/ 22,025 Local) CMAQ funds to Construction in FFY 05/06, $677,763
($600,000 Fed/$77,763 Local) CMAQ funds to Construction in FFY 06/07.

Stanislaus County, Road Resurfacing (21 Miles) [STPL-5938 (135)] Modify Project
Description/limits from “21 Miles” to “Overlay Mitchell Road — from Tuolumne River to Modesto City
Limits”. No change in funding and/or schedule

Caltrans, Modesto, State Route 219, (EA OA870)

This change is at the request of Caltrans as the lead agency for this project, and represents the transfer
of funds on the SR 219 project. This amendment aligns the funds with the 2006 STIP adoption by CTC.

DELETE THE FOLLOWING PROJECTS:

City of Modesto, Orangeburg Avenue at McHenry Avenue, Construct Right Turn Lane [CML-
5059 (139)] Delete Project, The City of Modesto is unable to obtain the R/W.

Transfer $350,000 ($320,000 Fed/ $30,000 Local) funds to a substitute project: Dale Road at Kiernan
Avenue — Intersection Improvements.

City of Modesto, Dale Road at Pelandale, Construct Right Turn Lane, Delete Project - project is part
of a locally funded redevelopment area. Transfer $230,000 ($203,619 Fed/$26,381 Local) funds to CML-
5059 (119)

City of Oakdale, Overlay Various Locations STPL-5153 (021); Cancel Project.

City of Oakdale, E. F Street & Yosemite Ave Sidewalk Project CML-5153 (016), Cancel Project

Stanislaus County, Road Resurfacing (24 Miles) [STPL-5938 (131)] Cancel Project.
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Discussion

The City of Turlock has State Transportation Improvement Program -Transportation Enhancement
(STIP-TE) funds approved by the California Transportation Commission (CTC) for their Median
Landscaping program. This funding is for the Golden State Blvd and Countryside Drive projects. This
amendment adds the Preliminary Engineering Phase of the projects. The Construction phase will be
added when the funding is approved by the CTC.

The costs associated with the City of Waterford’s SR 132 Signalization Project have exceeded the
engineer’s estimate three-fold due to the sharp increase in construction materials and the delays in
delivering this project. This amendment increases the funding available to this project by using
previously unprogrammed fund amounts. This project is ready to construct and should receive priority
for the use of the unprogrammed funds.

The City of Modesto has revised their project list to modify several projects including deleting two
projects and transferring the funds from those projects to one existing project and one newly programmed
project (within the current triennial element).

The City of Oakdale and the Stanislaus County projects being canceled are part of the “Inactive
Projects to be De-obligated” list. The funds programmed for these projects are no longer available to be
obligated. The projects will have to be brought back into the FTIP as new projects at a later date in order
to be obligated and delivered.

Stanislaus County has requested a location change for their RSTP funded pavement repair. This
request constitutes a scope change only and will not otherwise effect cost or schedule.

Caltrans has requested a formal amendment to realign the STIP funds dedicated to the SR 219 project.
A Formal amendment is required because funds are moved from outside the triennial element.

This amendment maintains financial constraint and the air quality conformity findings of the 2004 FTIP.

The proposed changes in this amendment meet the criteria for changes to be made in a formal amendment
to the FTIP; projects are added and deleted, and funds are moved from outside the current triennial
element. However:

The environmental status of the projects remains unchanged.
The timely implementation of Transportation Control Measures (TCM) has not been adversely affected;

The StanCOG 2004 FTIP remains financially constrained (no major change to bottom line of
Revenue/Expenditure Tables),

This amendment will require full State and Federal concurrence and, accordingly, will be forwarded to the
reviewing agencies after Policy Board action.

Committee Actions

The Consolidate Planning Committee and the Citizens Advisory Committees approved a motion to
approve the staff recommendations without amendment or modification.

However, in the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), the City of Modesto requested some
modifications to the programming of their projects.

The TAC approved a motion to recommend that the Policy Board hold the public hearing and by
resolution adopt the Draft 2007 FTIP with the modifications as outlined by the City of Modesto. These
modifications are included in the programming presented to the Policy Board.

WHEREAS, Federal and State legislation and regulations require the adoption, and
amendment (as required), of certain transportation plan and improvement programs, known as the
Regional Transportation Plan, Regional Transportation Improvement Program, and the Federal
Transportation Improvement Program.

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Federal Clean Air Act, StanCOG has an adopted
Regional Transportation Plan that conforms with emissions budgets in the applicable State
implementation Plan; and

WHEREAS, the 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement Program and 2004-07 Triennial
Element have been submitted for adoption, and

WHEREAS, the 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement Program must by law be
financially constrained, the charts of revenues within the text are intended to show currently
available revenues to finance the projects within the program, and

WHEREAS, the 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement Program of projects is found to

be consistent with the Air Quality Conformity Finding for the adopted Regional Transportation Plan,
and

WHEREAS, the Stanislaus Council of Governments has complied with the Memorandum
of Understanding between itself and the California Department of Transportation regarding
Intergovernmental Review, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing has been duly advertised in a newspaper of general circulation,
and was held, on June 14, 2006, and the public comment period will close on June 19, 2006:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, if no unresolvable comments are received
by the close of the comment period, the Stanislaus Council of Governments adopts Amendment #14
to the 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement Program and the 2004-07 Triennial Element; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Stanislaus Council of Governments has determined
that the 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement Program is in conformity with the requirements
of the Clean Air Act Amendments and the applicable State Implementation Plan: and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the cities, the County, and the State are urged to

implement those portions of the Program within their scope of responsibility in an orderly and timely
manner; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the adopted 2004 Federal Transportation Improvement
Program is intended to satisfy all Federal requirements for highway and transit, inclusive in the
transportation systems programming and project review; and that the Executive Director is
authorized to prepare, file, and issue reports based on the amended Federal Transportation

Improvement Program and to submit letters of support for projects contained in the Triennial
Element.
