Thank you for using the FC look-up tool.

The California Road System (CRS) maps denote the roadway functional classifications by color coding.  Many routes have recently been changed from rural to urban because the urban boundaries have expanded with the 2000 census.  Unfortunately, the current CRS maps do not show the 2000 urban boundary, they only show the 1990 urban boundary.  Updated CRS maps with the 2000 urban boundaries are not expected to be ready until at least November 2007.

The HPMS data has been updated with newly approved urban boundaries. You can use the HPMS look up tool to find the latest functional classification,

This should work well for determining which roads are of function class 7 (rural major collector) or 8 (rural minor collector) but be aware that the 'Local Rural Group' is a summation of the mileage of the rural 'Local' (function class = 9) classified streets.  Caltrans has no listing of all these individual segments.  Most of the 'Local' roads will appear on the current CRS maps but there is still that caveat about the urban/rural limit lines not being current with the 2000 census.  Accordingly, a web page has been created to show all of the latest (year 2000 census) approved urban boundaries:

The maps at this link show the 2000 census urban boundaries but do not show any street names.  Hopefully you can still make use of these maps because of your familiarity with your region.
