The State Highway Routes - Selected Information
publication, contains useful information on each state highway
route in the system. It is intended to be used as a quick
reference document rather than a substitute for other official
records. It gives an overall picture of the route location,
traffic volumes, associated names, passes and their elevations,
and the year the route was added to the State Highway System and
to the Freeway and Expressway System, where appropriate.

The Division of Highways, which maintains files on each of
the routes, prepared this information initially to assist its
staff with quicker access to this kind of information. Others
who saw the publication told us that they could make use of it
also. Therefore, additional copies were reproduced for
districts and Headquarters' units who had need for this kind of
information.

The publication includes only those routes that are
described in statute by the Legislature. It does not include
facilities that are not in statute, but maintained by the
Department because they have not been relinquished to the locazal
agencies yet. The route description shown for each route is
intended to give the reader an impression of the overall route
location, its intermediate break points, and not to repeat the
legislative route description.

Finally, a word of caution, the date a route was added to
the State Highway System may not necessarily be the date when
the Department assumed maintenance of that facility.

The 1594 publication includes changes resulting from
passage of the 1991 Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency
Act (ISTERA). It is reprinted in its entirety in loose leaf form
so that it can easily be placed in a three-ring binder. We plan
to continually update the information and issue changes every
two years to all holders on record. If additional copies are
