THIS CHANGE ORDER PROVIDES FOR:
Procuring revised inboard and outboard cable railing, crossbeam railing, and Pier W2 cap beam railing.

The inboard cable railing posts at the edge of the deck are being raised to 42 inches above the highest utility pipe so if
someone stands on the pipe adequate safety measures are in place to prevent an accidental fall. Clive Endress (Bridge
Architect) requested that highly visible lateral post cross-bracing be removed and replaced with other means so as to
provide a cleaner aesthetic appearance. Lockable gates are added at the crossbeams to provide maintenance access and
prohibit unauthorized access. The hinged safety railings on the Pier W2 cap beam and Orthotropic Box Girder crossbeams
will be replaced with cable railing since they did not fully meet the access and aesthetic requirements of the completed
work. To address both aesthetic concerns with the look of the cable railing and maintenance concerns for a durable
coating, the cable safety railing will be encased with a white plastic sheath. The changes to the cable railing will preserve
the aesthetic vision of the final structure and provide maintenance with safe access with which to conduct periodic
inspections. This change order compensates the contractor for the additional railing fabrication costs. A supplement
change order will be issued to compensate the Contractor for any additional installation costs.

This work will be paid as extra work at force account and the Department estimates it to total $990,000.00, which can be
financed from the contingency fund.

No time adjustment is warranted as this change order does not affect the controlling operation.

This change order has concurrence from William Casey (Supervising TE), Rich Foley (HQ Oversight), Ken Terpstra (Proj.
Manager), Wenyi Long (Bridge Design), Lina Ellis (Maintenance), and Jing Chen (District Design).
