The attachment point was connected below the level of the roof and the worker was traversing the deck

long distances. This made a "pendulum"” that's radius was much higher than the height of the roof. | informed the foreman Danny

(last name unknown at this time). He immediately stopped the workers and had them reorganize their fall protection setup.
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
