The middle brace frame will be assembled in two sections, with the middle section being erected in the field to connect the north and

south frames. All bolts will be snug tightened after frames are plumb and level. By the end of the shift, one side of the middle brace

frame was complete. Bolts have been verified to be A325 as shown in the plans and will be tightened to snug tight using

a pneumatic impact wrench. They will be considered snug tight after the first impact of the wrench.
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
