Erected one void area falsework bent (posts + cap beam) in the southeast quadrant.

¢ Continued preparing formwork between pour 2 construction joint and pour 3 soffit(ceiling).

* Placed the template back over the Macalloy rods and erected the W2W-South Hinge K assembly back onto
the support frames.

* Welded external frame supports to template for W2W-South Hinge K assembly.

* Removed the North Hinge K assembly near W2E fo test the Macalloy rods threads see comments below:

Time Operation

11:00 | In the process of lowering W2E-North Hinge K assembly onto the working slab. W2W-South Hinge K

assembly was already in place at this time.

11:30 | Began to remove template and rigging the spreader beam/Hinge K plates. Broke for lunch.

12:20 | Template was removed with the assistance of the forklift pulling the template off the Macalloy rods. ABF

piledrivers Andy Adam and Jesse Johnassen began testing the threads by running a nut along the stressing

end of the Macalloy rod.

13:40 | Testing the Macalloy rod threads is completed as no rods need to be replaced in the Hinge K assembly. One

rod needed a wrench to advance the nut along the threads. Began to apply denso paste to stressing end of

the Macalloy rods.

Additional Notes: .

1.) Macalloy rods used to erect the Hinge K assembly were not tested as a double nut was run along the entire
length of the thread. Details can be found in Submittal 30 sheet DE301BG.

2.) The Macalloy rod (HB-26) where a wrench was used to run the nut along the thread was marked with a red
paint pen on the end of the rod.
