Pam (CT} mentioned pins with T-heads that may conflict with the clear cover if placed on the wrong side of intersection of #43/25. See diagram,
The orange line represents the #43 transverse bar. The green dots represent the longitudinal #25 bars and the blue represents T-heads that are
placed vertically. In the bottom dashed blue T-head where the bar is place above the intersection, the clearance is compromised. However, if the
bar is placed below the intersection as in the solid blue, the proper clearance can be achieved.
